British Columbia Members Bring Brit:
ish Columbia ‘Concerss Into Prom-

inence—Chief Justice Davie.

Obligation to Maintain the Efficiéney
of the B.C. B. «. a.—The Fruit
Interest—Superannuations.

OrrAWA, June 8.—Ib cannot be said that
much progress has been made with legisla-
tion this week, although the Government
has secured one of the private members’
days, upon which ministerjal business may
have precedence. The opposition manifest
an inordinate desire to talk, and they exer-
cise this feeling to the fullest possible bent.
Some members, like McMaullen for instance,
disouss every subject that comee up in Sup-
ply. They are the watch dogs of the nation,
and in iheir own estimation it is. proper to

paes nothing unless they have had their say
upon it

The members for British Columbia. ‘have
been well in evidence this week. Oa the
bill providiog for the salaries of ocertain
judges required in' different provinces, Col.
Prior made a very effective speech ‘as & re.
sult of the opposition attack apon Chief Jus-
tice . Davie. In order to give Mr.
Davie a salary of $6,000 it was decided
by. the.governmens toincrease the pay of the
judge in admiralty from $600 to $1,000, thus
putving British Columbia on the same foot-
ing a8 Nova Scotia and New Brunswiok.
The oppqsition could not see why the sum
for the British Columbia judge should be
$1,000, although Sir Charles H. Tupper ex-
plained that it was fixsd abt $600 in 1891 on
account of the high salary which Sir Mat-
thew Begbie was then receiving. Col. Prior
twitted the opposition, when their repre-
sentatives, particularly ‘Mer. Lsurier and
Mr. Fraser, were in Victoria last year,
with having ‘

PROMISED EVERYBODY

an increase of salary and suggested the ex-
penditure of money on the harbor and in
every other direction, and yet on the very
first vote asked for in the house in relation to
British Columbia they took up the whole
afternoon trying to stop it. Col. ‘Prior paid
a high tribute to Chief Jussice Davie. Mr.'
Laurier was evidently much annoyedat the
manner in which Col. Prior had got after
him and suggested that all he had said when
in British Columbia was that it was a dis-
grace that the rock im Viectoria harbor
should be withont a light. Subrequently
the item ‘passed.

Later on the same day Col. Prior contri- in

buted an interesting speech on the subjeot
of ths militia estimates. He strongly dis-
approved of the'idea of cutting down the
sermnent corps. He thought instead of
oing ‘this parliament ought to vote more
money for the militia force. Then he dealt
with the guestion of ’
