MITTEE SEE THE CONMISSION ERS.

The Protest Agalost Mr. Ward's Hotel
Takes a Sadden Extenston—The Matier
te Come Before the City Council Once
Mere.

Ald, Millichamp’s resolntion at the last
meeting of the city council for a deputa:
tion of that bydy to wait on the license
commissioners to ~nter a protest against
granting a liguot license to William Ward
for his new hotel near the public baths at
the island, was given effect yesterday
evening. The committee named in Mr,
Millichamp’s resolution was Ald. Turner,
Clarke, Moore, Carlyle and the mover.
The first two named gentiemen did not turn
up. When the deputation entered the
board room in the Union block, Commis-
sioner Doherty glanced quickly up and
atked where the other two were, and
wanted to know if they were ‘“‘afraid to
face the music.” No one present, however,
could account for the absence of Ald.
Clarke and Turner.  Ald, Clarke was the
seconder of Ald, Millichamp's resolution.
Ald, Millichamp was the first to address
the commissioners, He said that, as stated
in the wording of the resolution, he firmly
believed that the granting of a liquor
license in such close proximity to these
baths would be highly detrimental
to their popularity, and would have a de-
moralizing effect on their surroundings.
He believed that it was the upanimous
wish of the council, and through that body
of the citizens at large, that a license snould
be withheld from Mr, Ward. It was slso
the earnest wish of Mr. Wiman, the dona-
tor of these healthful public resorts, that
those who visited them, more espécially
ladies and children, snould not come in
contact with the annoyances arising from
persons uoder the influence of liquor,
which could be procured so close at hand.
He hoped the commissioners in their wis-

dom would see their wuy clear to grant this
request, which the speaker was sure was
the wish of a large majority of Toronto
people. He (Ald. Millichamp) had spoken
to several people who were engaged in theli-
quor business them:elves, and they also were
0 to ‘the license asked by Mr. Ward.

r. Ogden, the chairman of the board,
said he was at a loss to quite clearly under-
stand the true meaning Ald, Milli-
champ’s resolution, If the sale of liquor
were  demoralizing on  that par-
ticnlar part of  the island, he
did not see why it would not
be demeralizing in other parts. He would
like to know just how far the council
would 10 in the matter of asking the aboli-
tion of licenses all over the island.

Aud, Millichamp replied that as far as he
was concerned personally he had not pre-
viously made up his mind to ask the with-
holding of licenses from those who had them
last year, as he thought they could raise the
ory of vested rights, [Comnumissioner Hamil-
ton—There are no vested rights on the i:-
land.] However, he would go any length,
and would ds all in his power to stamp out
the total sale of liquor on the island,

Mr. Ogden said that the commissioners
had been waited upon by hundgeds of citi-
zens with the same feelings as' Ald, Milli-
champ. But, as he said before, he would
greatly like to see or hear the real feeling of
the city council on the question, as pertain-
ing to the whole area of the island, and
not of one individual part of it, He then
read the following names of residents
in the vicinity of Mr, Ward's hotel, who
had petitioned that a license be granted :
Ed. Spragge, A. Thor, T'odd, W. Cayley,
Thos. J. Bright, C, E. Hooper—( When this
name was read one of the deputation said
that he had often heard that there was as
much liguor sold in his drug store as inany
regular ealoon]—R. 8. Smelley,John Elliott,
F. A. Sheniff, John Henderson, R, 8. Irv-
ing, D J. Bright, Robt. Gagen, G. F,
Rolph, G, Sisson Morphy, Frank Cayley,
James Price, jr., J. Goldnan, P, J. Mc-
Nall]y, J. W, Beatty, E. Winans and others.

Ald. Moore said he looked upon many of
the signatures which had just been read as
being put there merely as a neighborly act.
He was aware that some of the signers live |
a mile and more away from the baths. He
believed that the little strip out in the bay
was the true heritags of the citizens, a free
breathing place on the borders of our
beautiful lake, where a man could
send his wife, daughters and little ones with
perfect safety, koowing that they would
not encounter the probable annoyance of
coming into contact with beery, wuoisy

reons, He would support any resolutio:
1n the council which would bring pressure
on the commissioners to withbold for the
future all licences on the island.

Ald, Carlyle said he would do likewise,
He would lend any weight he possessed at
the council board for the passage of such a
sentiment that would not be misunderstood
—that that body was sincerely opposedito
the granting of all licenses,

Commissioner Hamilton said if the coun-
cil wanted the licenses swept off the island
altogether they should record a speedy ver-
dict against it,

Mr, Ogden then informed the deputation
that as yet no licenses had been granted.
The commissioners would await with incer-
est the action of the city council at its next

ng.
The deputation thanked the commission-
ers and left the room apparently well satis-
fied with the result of the interview,
