Loxpox, Aug. 5.—Three packages of
dynamite wrapped in the Irishman, were
found in a letter box at Nottingham post-
office Sunday night. The packages con-
tained a pound of dynamite and were fur-
pished with fuse and cap. It is supposed
they were intended to -explode<by fall or
when they were stamped. ~The quantity
of dymamite was sufficient to wreck the
puilding. The police have received infor-
mation that a catholic priest is coming to

England from America in disgnise, as the

emissafy of the Irish vigilance committee.

Daly, the convicted dynamiter, says he
was oxe of the four conmspirators whose
movements were directed from America,

The bombs found at the time of his arrest
were handed him on the street in Liver-
pool by afeilow conspirator, who hastened
away. The bombs were not for use in
Birmingham, but/in London, where Daly
would hand them to another conspirator.
Daly suspects that one of the comspirators
turned informer, Members of the society
who have arrived from America have their
eyes on the man and will “‘interview” him.

RBROUGH ON THE PEERS.

Jobn Bright Says They Are the Spawn
of sslunders, Wars and Corruption.
BIRMINGHAM, Aug.5.—Twenty theusand

people were at the reform meeting last
night. John Bright said the tory major-
ity in the house of lords was actuated by
the same bitter hatred of the liberals as in
1832. Who were the peers, he asked.
They were the spawn of the blunders, wars
and cogruption of the darkages of our his-
tory. They had entered the temple of honor
not through the temple of merit, but
through the sepulchres of their ancestors.
They were 1o better than their fathers,
some of them were worse, for their privii-
eges had produced ignorance and arrogan-
ey. The reform.of the house of lords was
urgent and imevitable, The creation of
new peers to pass the franchise bill would
only get rid of the present difficalty. The
limitation of the veto power of the lords
was wanted,. Should th#speople submit
or should :they curb the nobles as their
fatheps had curbed the kings of Eng-
land?

Joseph Chamberlain said that if the
lords remiained obstinate the agitation
would continue to the bitter epd. Helooked
forward with an eager hope o the result
of this agitation, England would never
be subservient:to the insoleit hereditary
class.

The speakers were frequently and en-
thusiastically applauded. A resolution
was adopted denouncing the lords for re-
jecting the franchise.

THE FRENGH CONGRESS

Sti11 Violent and Uproarious—The Presi-
dent Uaable to Keep Order.

VErsaiLLES, Aug. 5,—The congress re-
assembled to-day. The extreme left re-
fused to vote . for the appoint-
ment of a committee to consider
the revision bill and reproached the ma-
jority with exercising undue pressure. The
gession was violently uproarious and the
president was unable to preserve order. It
is expected the government will be obliged
to take extreme measures to secure d isci-
pline.

The congress referred the amendments
to the copstitution to a committee and
then adjourped. One offered by the ex-
greme left proposes the election of a com-
stituent assembly. The committee is com-

sed entirely of the ministry, with M.
%oauphin as president.

It would be sufficient to secure
good government in the Soudan. The
evacuation of that country was now out of
the question. Bngland was bound to pro-
tect Gordon. The credit wasagreed to by
174 to 14.

Demonstration Against the Butch Edu-
eation Bill.

The Inquest on Laurence Scully—Twenty-
Three Hours on Daty, :

Seully, killed on the Northern railway
last Friday was concluded at the Brock
street station before Coronor Philbrick last,
night. :
From the evidence of William Martin,
conductor of the special train, of which
Seully was brakeman, it appears that
Scully had been on duty twenty-three
hours, when he was sent by witness to
ﬂm the regular train, No. 73. He
(Martin) says that Scully: was absent
fifty minutes when Gufne{,‘d,rivu of a
regular train, came and told him, that he
was dead. From the evidence of other |
witnesses it appears that the regular train
was going at eight miles an hour and that
Scully was not run over by the-engine but
squeesed by the cowcateher against the
rails, Dr. Spencer, who made the post
mortem, gave it as his opinion that death
ensued from being squeezed by some heavy
body, such as the pilot. He said the in-
juries received were sufficient to cause
death. The jury, who are all employes of
the Northern and Northwestern railway,
brought in a sverdict that the deceased
came to his death by a mere accident and
that no blame is attached to any person.
