London may soon have radial con­
nection with Windsor and Detroit 
through the electrification of the Pot*e 
Marquette linos in Western Ontario. 
Frank H. Alfred, president and g-eneral 
manager of the P. M. R., recently .pub­
licly stated this was only a matter of 
time, and Vice-Chairman Philip Pocock, 
of tlhe London Railway Commission, to­
day stated in an interview that ho had 
been informed that this proposed elec­
trification was a matter of the immedi­
ate future, and .that the initial work 
may be begun next year.

This announcement 'by Mr. Pocock 
was coupled with a call to the big busi­
ness men of London to act at once, 
through the Western Ontario Boards of 
Trade, in giving the plan the widest 
possible support and publicity. He sug­
gested that since the president of the 
road had become a supporter of elec­
trification, business organizations In 
London and other Western Ontario 
points should lose no time in assuring 
the Pere Marquette directors of their 
support in the matter.

LONDON, Nov 1.—(Canadian Press 
Cable.)—A message was read from Mr. 
Lloyd George at the dinner given last 
night by the Pilgrims’ Society in honor 
of the British delegates to the Wash­
ington conference on limitations of 
armaments and Far Eastern problems, 
in which the prime minister expressed 
the hope that he .would still be able to 
attend t'he conference.

Mr. Balfour regretted .hat there was

could be represented by the premier, and 
he earnestly hoped that Mr. Lloyd 
George would be present for part of 
the time. '

Referring to the limitation of arma­
ments, Mr. Balfour doubted whether any 
prophet had anticipated the full measure 
of the injuries the late war had inflict­
ed on mankind.

One of the greatest difficulties aris­
ing through the maintenance of arma­
ments, said Mr, Balfour, was the sus­
picion created among nations that other 
nations were going to attack them. If 
he had to draw up a list of the crimes 
of which Germany was guilty he would 
put high in the list 'that It gave to all 
those who were suspicious a text on 
wfiiic.li to nr each suspicion.

He did ilot doubt that if the prophets 
of thought throughout the world did 
what they ought to do In directing pub­
lic opinion they would never again 
suffer the horrors of seeing a great 
civilized nation slowly building military 
strength for the purpose of dominating 
its neighbors. He did not suppose that 
the evil of armaments was going to be 
removed, like a tumor, by the surgeon’s 
knife; the situation could not be dealt 
with rapidly.

Mr. Balfour understood that President 
Harding took a truly statesman-like 
view that the world could be made 
enormously better, but that he did not 
believe every evil could be removed by 
the stroke of a wand. If they met at 
Washington in that spirit, with firm de­
termination not to separate without 
having done something great for man­
kind. he was cure they would eventuality 
be able to congratulate themselves that 
the efforts which the president had 
started, and which he hoped the presi­
dent would guide, would toe brought to 
a nappy and fruitful conclusion.

TO ENFORCE ACT.

The Irish News, Nationalist, says: 
“The obvious import of «he prime min­
ister’s promise regarding the northern 
Government, that the Partition of Ire­
land Act is to be enforced in all six 
counties, is that the last word has not 
been said on that issue.”

“It is hard to see,” continues the 
paper “what can be done to make Ire­
land contented while partition holds. 
The prime minister advocated concilia­
tion and peace without indicating how 
he hoped to remove the obstacle raised 
by his own infamous act of 1920.

"The debate served at least to en­
able the Government to proclaim ad­
herence to the immoral, destructive pol­
icy of partition. All the rest of the ora­
tory might have been kept in cold stor­
age without injury to any cause and 
without affecting the future course of 
events in the slightest degree."
