remotely analogous on earth,” .The
Italian astronomer has styled them ¢ can-
als,’ for they béar the appearance of long
seaways, dug through the martial conti-
nents, as ifa mania for short cuts. had
seized the inhabitants of the planct, and
everybody residing there had become an
active M. de Lesseps.—London Telegraph.
