duoce the girls to go with them or would
direct shem to some * lodging house "
kept by a friend of their own. The
girle, inoocent snd unsuepectiog,
gratefully accept the proffered kind-
nees of the stranger, sometimes &
man, but oftener a woman, and follow
the person, ouly to find —eften too late
—that they bave been cruelly misled.
Fr. Osborpe, who is a man well known
in works of moral helping all over
Boston, became deeply impressed with
necessity of some system of protection
for these girls, and at a meeting of the
Girl's Friendly Society, held in May
last, he called attention to the subject.
So warmly did the subject appeal lo
the hearta of the listeners that notion
was takeu on the spot. Later, out of »
combination of the various associations
snd unions in the city for the belp of
women, the new society was formed.
Mrs. Graves, the lady who was appoint-
od as agent, was instructed to go on
the trains s far north as Vanceboro,
Me., and as far east as Newburyport or
Salem to observe the girlsyin the
second-class cars, enter into versa-
tion, and direct them to the Girl's
Friendly Home, or Young Woman's
Christian Association, or give them any
assistance they might need. This work
was faithluliy carried out by the lady,
who also succéeded in securing the as-
sistanoe of the officiale on the trains,
station agents, and others. Much good
was accomplished last year, though
past the season when the largest num-
bers of girls flock into the city, and no
doubt much more will be accomplished
this year.

We quote from the Bosion Herald,
which eontains a lengthy and interest-
ing account of this work, the foilow~
ing:~

««The ignorance with which girls set out
to come and seek their fortunes in Boston
slmost surpasses beliet, One girl, who
had po money whatever, being asked what
she intended to do, sa'd :

] don’t know, but I supposed there
might be some hotel near the station
where I could go, and they would take me
in and let me work for my boatd until 1
got a place.’

Another, showing 50 cents, all the
mondy she had said : ¢ There, that's al! the
money | have got, Do you suppose there
is wny house iu Boston whtre I can siay
the night for that ? I suppose 1 am sure to
get work to morrow.’

Other girls havz said: ¢ Ob, we were
goiag 10 ask some one at the station what
we had better do.' These girls are often
alone in the world, though some hs&ve
homes in country ple-es, They come
drawn by accounts sent home by other
girls of the life in Boston and the wages
paid, and are often otterly bewildered
when they realize the sige of the city.

1a addition to the peronal help, Mre,
Graves was on the watch to learn what
was going on around her. Bhe noticed,
on several occasions, a well dressed
woman with a very evil face on the train
addressing vearious girls, Alter watchiog
her, becoming fully satirfied of the nature
of the womau's errand, ghe wient up 1o her
sud gave her an emphatic warning that
ber proceedings would be watched very
carefully, This woman has not been seco
on the trains or at the siations since. She
was able to take one very pretty girl safely
out of the hands of & young man who had
jugratisted himself with ber, and whose
whole bearing showed that his intentions
werenot good. In & few caves, Mrs. Graves
was of assistaiice to other persrone, Two
aged women, travelling slone, were
hélped through the difficulties of transfer,
efe. With one exception, she was always
treated with courtesy and consideration by
all persons connected with the railronds,
and there seemed a gencral interest in ber
work and a desire to forward it

It is the intention, as soon as funds
can ba obtained, to extend the mission,
sending out agents on other lines of
railway and opening a temporary home
or lodging house, where giris can go on
their arrival in the city, till they cen
secure places or find friends. In con.
nection with this it is proposed to have
sn employment buireau, through whiah
girls might often be sent direot to
pinces on their arrival.

As the Herald says: ‘;No philaa-
thropic work that has evef been hegun
has carried so much of value in its
very idea. It is the simple ounce of
preventive care that is to do away with
the pound of reformaiory oure,’”’ ,‘
