It ought not to be a hard mat-
ter to fiad a market for the production of
that number of well equipped mills, and if
money is made in the work elsewhere, it
ought surely to be made here, where every
facility exists for economical manufacturing.

—Strong pressure is being brought to bear
on the federal government to introduce re-
taliatory legislation in event of the United
States i ing upon the application of the
alien labor law to this country. Premier
_Laarier has already virtually promised that
his gov will take y steps to
enact such a law a* the approaching session
of parliament, if the negotiations now in pro-
gress with the United States government
fall throu, The alien labor law is a gen-
eral one forbids foreign laborers entering
the Republic under eontract to perform any
work. The law is particularly hard on Can-
adians, who are always in demand as high
class laborers, and from their proximity to
the protected country have enjoyed many
advantages in competition with the laborers
of other nationalities. But the question is
not a one-tided one by any means. If there
are thousands of Canadian laborers in the
United States there are also thousands of
United States laborers in Canada, and it is
reasonably argued that a retaliatory labor
law would be a sharp blow to American in-
terests in this county. The North-west and
West are overrun with American miners
who have invaded the country under con-
tract with the mine owners. Retaliation,
generally speaking, may be a bad policy for
any government to pursue, but we think
that both political parties of Canada would
uphold the Liberal administration in the
passage of such legislation as will place the
Canadian laborer on the same footing as the

American,

—These are stirring times for the temper-
ance workers. The privy council has decid-
ed that provincial legislatures have the right
to legislate for provincial prohibition, and
the cold water brigade, who have become
dissatisfied with the workings of the Canada
temp e act, as applied to
and towns, are now seeking to force the hand
of the local parliament in the matter. ., They
have every prospect of success, in so far as
the p ge of the law goes, but will it prove

— prohibitory? In Annapolis county there is
law enough in the temperance act, if pro-
perly worked, to close out the liquor inter-
ests of the county inside of six months.
But it is one thing to have the law and
another thing to enforce it. Will it not be
the same story with a provincial act? Again,
there is a Dominion plebiscite in view,
which, it is confidently expected, will be so
strongly representative of a temperance ma-
jority that the Dominion parliament will have
to place a prohibition law on the statutes.
All these steps are a menace to the liquor
i Witha D & provincial,
snd & municipal temperance law, will any-
thing else be required? We think the tem-
perance people will still need what they now
lack, viz., funds to foreclose the mortgages
they have obtained.

—The fund for the relief of the famine
snd plague stricken people of India is being
continually swelled by generous contribut-
fons. In London slone, the fund subscribed
now amounts to about £300,000, while in
Canada nearly $200,000 have already been
raised. The population of the distressed
districts numbers over ninety millions of
people, of whom over a million and a half
are already on the relief list. Russia is or-
genizing relief fands and her warships are
being loaded with wheat at Black Sea ports
and despatched to relieve suffering. The
United States is following Russia’s example
and car loads of wheat are being forwarded
from the grain states for transhipment to

A reeolution
was also passed asking the legislatare to in-
corporate the company without the usual
fees, since the provisional directors were
working for nothing, and desired to make
the fruit growers an incorporated company
without any expense.

It was decided toask the local government
to engage a competent lecturer on scientific
agriculture, to address meetings of the farm-
ers throughout the province.

Io answer to the question *‘ Is it advisable
for the farmer to sell his hay to buy bone
meal?”’ the Secretary of Agriculture gave it
as his opinion that bone meal should be used
even if it had to be procared at the expense
of the hay.

Messre. Churchill and Sims, of Yarmouth,
read well written papers on ‘‘Soils” and
¢ Silos ” which were ordered to be sent to
the Co-operative Farmer for publication.

The Wednesday evening ting was the
largest of the session. Professor Faville, of
the Horticultural School, addressed the
meeting on *‘Some salient points in fruit
growing.” He thoughu that if fruit growing
became general throughout the province it
would not injure the Valley prospects. He
named a number of districts where fruit
growing could be successfully carried on.
The professor advocated cold storage for
pears.

Colonel Blair gave a history of the early
workings of the Dairymen’s Association, of
which the Farmer’s Association is the out-
come. He strongly urged for the applica-
tion of more scientific methods to agricalture.

Professor Fletcher thought Canadian farm-
ers did not make use enough of their experi-
mental farms.
