Waits we admit that educational

statisties have an obvious value, still it
is equally obvious that something more
is required of those who have the super-
vision of schools, than aerely to supply
the publie with figures, indicating the
number of schools, teachers, subjects
taught, etc. The figures given in our
school reports are not always to be de-
pended upon as to the efficiency of the
schools of the country. These reports
do not. distinguish between a good schoul
and a bad one. Ilence, there is no en-
couragement to superior sehools-all
stand on 'ihe sane level. This is not
right,-vorth should be appreciated and
accredited, and thosa teachers who con-
duct their schools best, and the pupils
who inake the mostsatisfactory answers,
should be encouraged by every honour-
able mieans. By so doing both teachers
and taught would feel as if they were
wvorking te effect some notable end -and
when such an end is gained, others
would envy their position, and so move
onward also. The name of the farmer
who has raised and trained a superior
horse -fleet on the race course,-or

raised superior cattle, sheep, swine, etc.,
is trumpeted from one end of the land
to the other; but men who are employed
in training the youth-the immortal
minds of the country-are little respect-
ed, aid their efforts seldom appreciated.
The teacher who gives special attention
to his calling,-uakes teachng an art.
and applies that art skilfully in the ad-
vancement of his pup:ls; and at the saie
time stores his own mind with useful
knowledge, should stand second only to
the minister of the gospel.

NOVA SCOTIA.

ent of sehools, Ir 1857, but have glean-
ed a summary fro.r other sources them-
selves derived from his report, which we
give for the present, and when the report
comes to haud we shall have an oppor-
tunity of giving our readers a more full
account of the state of the district schools
of this province.
