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The arb of hatching chickens in what quantity
we pleage waould be perfectly useless to us if there
was no possibility of our being able to bring them
up. Thig part of the task has been, perhaps, look-
upon as the hardest ; the impossibility men fancied,

they saw in the execution of it most likely caused
them, as we have already said; to neglect construct-
ing chicken ovens like those of Egypt in countries
where all arts are cultivated and industry incour-
aged by rewards. « What could we do, say they,
“1with so many chickens hatched at one and the
game time, and deprived of those mothers which
are 8o necessary to warm and shelter them against

the injuries of the air,” However this difficalty
would never have appeared unconquerable had they
takeun the trouble of reflecting on it, and sought
