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In the summer of 1880, Rev. Favher
Ledaeq was recalled from the Stew-
art’s Lauke Mission, which he had esta-
blished and conducted for thirteen
years, to take charge of the St. Louis
Misston, Kamloops, which was then
constituted as a regular honse of the
Q. M. L, with Rev. Father Le Jacq as
Superior and Fatbers Grandidier and
Peytavin as axsesso In 1881 Father
andidier was replaced by Father
Coceola, and in 1832 Father Peytavin
was sncceeded by Father LeJdeune.
There was no change then until 1887,
when Bishop D'Herbomez, on bis re-
Lurn from the Chapter-General, left
FatherJ. A. Bédard at Kamloops in-
sted of Father Coeceola, who was
sent to ke charge of St kKugene's
Mission. Kootenay, which position he
has siee filled with great distinetion.

IRev. Father LeJacq attended 1o the
Shushwap Indians of the district for
twelve years, from his arrival in 1820
until 1842, when his sepvices were re-
quired at the head of the St Joseph's
Mission, William’x Lake. where an
industrial school for Indian boys and
wirls was being organized under his
auspices.

On FFather Ledacq's departure, Fa-
ther Bédard beenme Superior of the
Mission at Kamloops, with Fathers
Ledeune and Guertin as assessors, the
former to attend to the Indians of the
whole districet. the Intter to visit the
Catholics along the C. P, R, line from
Kamloops east 1o the summit of the
Rocky Mountains(including the mines
of West Kaotenay), or limit of I3ritish
Columbia, which mixxion had been

attended 1o, =since 1884, in turn Ly
Fathers Fay 1884, LeJdeune 1885, Cac-

cola 1886, LeJeune 1887, Bédard 1
In November, 1893, Rev, Father
dard taking chavge again of the West
Kaotenay and Railway district, Father
LeJeune became the Superior, with
Father Guertin as Procurator. Early
in 1801 Rev, Father Carion avvived at
Kamloops to take the direction of the
indnostrial school, Father Bédard went
1o William's Lake, and Father Peyta-
vin ciune to Kamloops, where, after
aiding the Indian missions among the
Shushwaps daring the winter months,
he went, in the carly spring. to attend
Lo the miners of West Kootenay and
the railroaders of the Selkirk and
Rocky Mouniain districts. .

The St. Louis Mission, to the present.
date, isunder the same Superior, with
JFathers Cavion and Guertin as assess-
ors, and Brothers Surel and John
Mulvancey as helpers.
