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OPENING OF THR FRENCIL CHAMUDENS.
Yesterday (Thursday) the Emperor Napoleon open-
ed the Chambors in person.  After having spoken at
length on tho insufliciency of last harvest, and the
Freo Tralde means taken to provido for teo deficionoy,
tho Emperor said—

412t year, in my opening discourse, I promised to
use every cffort in my power to maintain peacs and
to ro-assure Europe. I have kept my word. In order
to avoid a struggle, 1 havo doforred it as long as was
permitted by bonour. Europe will know now, beyond
doubt, that if Franze has drawa the sword, it is only
becauso sbo has been constrained to doso. Sho will
know that France has no idea of aggrandisement. She
wishes ouly to resist dangorous pretentions. Thus I
love to proclaim aloud that the time for conquest is
passed, never to return, for it is not by reducing
boundarics that a nation can henceforth be honoured
and powerfuls it is by placing horself at tho head aof
a gonorous idea, in causing the empire of law ound
justice to prevail; in this you will perceive tho results
of a policy without cgotism and without arricre pensée,
1t is thus that England, our ancient rival, forms with
us an alliance from day to day more strict and more
intimate, becauso tho ideas which we defond arc the
sams as thoso of the English people.

« Germany, which the remembranco of former wars
still rendess suspicious, and which for that rcason per-
haps bas given for the last forty years too many proofs
of deferencs 1o 1ho policy of the Cabinet of St. Petors-
burgh, besslready recovered bier independenco from
its allurementy, and freely regards in what quarter her
ioterests aro to bo found. Austria, aBove sall, which
cannot seo with indifftaence the events which are pre.
paring, enters into car alliauce; and thus will confirm
tho character of morality and justico which marks the
war which we undertake. This is, indced, the reason
why shocngagesin it.  Lurope, engaged in iatestine
struggles for forty yoars, re-assured alio by the mode-
ration of the Emperor Alexanderin 1815, as by that
of his succassar untid this day,-scemed not to dread the
danger which might 1acnace ber from the colessal

vier which, by ber suceessive encroachnents, em-

races the north and tho zouth—which posscsses al-
most exclusively thy two interior seas from which she
can dart forth upon our civiluation. It sufficed, by
ths advance of an ill-founded pretension at Constan-
tinople, to amaken sleeping Furope.

# Ve have sten, in effect, in tho East, amidst pro-
found peace, a Sovercign exact from his feeble neigh-
bour ntw advautages, and because they were not ob-
tained invading two of ber provinces. Thus factought
to make those who rovelt against iniquity take up
arms 3 bat we have other reasons for supporting Tur-
key. France has as maoch and perbaps more interest
than England that the inflacncs of Russia should not
extend infinitely in Constantinople ; for 1o roipn over
Constantinop'e 1s10 reign over tho Mediterraneau, and
not one of you, gentlemen, I think, will say that Eng-
land alone has great intorests in thatsea which washes
three hundred leagues of our coasts. Besides this,
that palicy does nat date from yosterday. For ayes
every national government in France has supporied 1,
and { will.not desert it.  Let 1t no longer bo said that
wo have leagued fozetlier to go to Constantinople with
England only to defend the cause of tho Sulian, and
wl(ﬁ it the rights of the Christiasns. We po thera to
defend tho liberty of tho seas and our justinfluenco in
the Meditersanean; wogo with Cermany to aid ber
to preserve tho rank from which it scemed to be de-
sired to make Mer descend—to guard her frontiers
sgainst the preponderanco of too powerful a neigh-
bour—wo go, infine, with all thess who desive the
triumpb of good, of law, of justice, and. of civilizs-
tion. .

RUBSIA AXD TURKEY.

Tiur, ALLiANCE Broks upr.—~Nicholas has, by s
public decree, cashisred the Emporor of Auitria and
the King of Prussin, who bad condescended to accept
tho command of rvegimonts in bis sorvico as colonels -
« Russian officialy, military and civi), aro forbidden to
wear any insignia which they may havo received from
the sovereigns of cither Austna or Prumia” A silly
outbreak of ill-temper! Lettors from Bloscow state
that tho war is not popular there. Tho levy of nine
wen to every thousand of tho population weighs hea-
vilv on tho proprictors. Princo Paskowitsch is ap-
pointed to the supreme command over the Danubian
army. Ordors have beon forwarded to the Russian
flect ncither to scck or t¢ avoid a collision with the
allied flects.

Tiae Emperor of Russia is making propositions for an
arrancement.  These propositions mado through Aus-
sria for the other Porvers, are niot howover considered
serions, notwithstanding that his majesty must now s3a
if he has not scon hofore, that his position both at home
and abroad is of tho most dangerous kind imaginable.
But whetber thoy ba serious or not—whather it be as
is most probable, to gain time in order to strike tho
blow which has been long meditated, and to crush the
Ottowan army at Kalafat, thore is vos tho slightest
chance thatany proposals of is will be accepted by the
Powers which are not based on the immediate evacu-
ation of the Principalities; and these propositions will
be met or anticipated by others inthaname of tho foor
Powars, to which the Czar must make a categorical
answer within a given time.

The Cronstadt Gazelte states that there took place on
the 10th a sanguinary contest near Oltenitza. The
combat broke out near the quarantine building. The
Turks withdrew to tho island. The Russiany have bad
some officers badly wounded and 20 men killed, The
news of tbe combat having reached the Russian head
quariers, Gen. do Kotzebue procecded lo the feld of
battle. The samo journal also states that fighting was

going on on the b at Braila, and that on the 101k the
combat had not ccased.

Thelong expected encountor at Kalafat had not come
off at the date of our latest advices from that place,
namely the 16th, and it is now considered probabls
that the Russians will endeavour to avoid tho heavy
luss and consequent enfecblement of their forco which
would bo the inevitable result of any attempt to take
that place, by a passagoe throogh Servia.

GREECE.

Arnexs, Feu 16.—The Greok Government i3 very
much barrassed, and it isfearcd that ths desertion of
Greek soldiers to the insurgonts will greatly increase,
‘Thoso regiments, whose fidelity can be depeoded on,
have been ordered tn the frontiers, in ordor to provent
deseriers crossing the bonndary. The Pacha of Janinn
has attacked and defeated the Greek insurgents coa-
centrated at Arta, Thorebels kept their ground but
a short time, and then fled. The Pacha could not
pursue them cffactually on eccount of the limited nam-
ber of bis troops, which was only just sufficient to
check tho spread of the insurrection towards Janing.
The French and Eaglish ambassadors have sent two

-stcamers to the assistance of the Tucks, and probably

tha Gulis of Contessa and Salonica and the coast of
Albania, will be doclared in a stake of soige.

The British minister at Athiens las informed the
Greck Government that England: will interfore i€ ne-
cessary to restore order in the insurgont districts. X€
