‘King rnd Mr. Dexter, two performers of
great ufe to the theatre. - He then faw -his
miftake, altered his refolution, and figned
a general article: with-all his company,
.and-feemed detcrminéd on a refolute op-
pofition. He engaged Mr. Digges .and
Mrs. Ward, THicophilus Cibber, and Mad-
dox the v.irc.dancer {the two lalt of whom
were calt away geing to Dublin), and al-

fo acceded 1o the terms propefed by Mrs.

Fitzhenry: . This Lady, however, by this
time began to entertain dobbts of the pay.
