THE LATE REV. GEORGE MAXWELL GORDON.

The death of this self-denying and
devoted Missionary at the sortie from
Cundahar Aug. 16th, was mentioned in a
paragraph of Tme CHonom GuUARDIAN
Sep. 30th. Gen. ~Maclagan  has since
written a sketch of his life in the Intel
ligencer, part of which weedpy:
" Far from home and country, and amid
the noise of battle, fall at the early age
of 40 George Maxwell Gordon, the faith-
ful: messengér of the ‘gospel of peaca.
sharing an enterprise of peril with' those
amoiig whom he was ministering, ‘and
sharing, with those who fellaround hiig
in the strifs, a soldiers grave.

After huving Leen  for  some tima at
tached to the Divinity School at Luhore,
Mr. Gordun went out as wn itinerant
Missionary iuto a central part of  the
Punjab, which hatd not before beon
systematically  visited in  this way, and
which was not’ ivcluded within the lim
its of any of the estabtished local Miss-
ions.

dom from thienes belonging to a fixed
abode or personal requirement that fitted'
him to do what he did ~ That ho . might
wove bout with the greater facility hel
recustomed himsalf 1o such fare ns even
the lower claasex of natives of the country
could ordinary command.  He used like
wise, like some othor  Missionaries, . to
wopt the lueal uotive dress when this
seomed desir.ble,  Ha thus had oceasiun
to carry little nbout  with him, and he
nade smali and few demands on the re-
sources of the peopls nd of the places
ho visited.

Yet his little tower nt PindDadan Khan

it was the cornnr bastion of un old fort,
of which little «lae remained) was not
without comfurts for its oecupnnt when he
pid b ocensionnl  visits. A few well
chosea books on the shelves and sonm
woud engravings on the walls, suticed to
dive it auch a homelike aspect a« be
titted the abuile of & mun of literary cul-
ture and refined taste, and  was suitable
to the simple character of the building.

W herever he stayed, and whatever hix
1abits for the time, ha  wained the res-
pect and the esteem of natives and Eng-
lish alike' even of those who did not
quite admire his simple mode of life,
But it had its usea esprcially when they
whosaw it knew that he had means
which could have procured him “all he
could desire. Pussessed of private
wealth, he used it fur others, and denied
himself. . The manner of his life varied
according to the needs of the oceamon,

*| but this was its principleat all times—

self denied, and lahour for the good of
others His influen e and his’ ‘example
impressed t oxe nmong whem he woiked,
for this principle ruled his action, )
‘But only such a constitution as his
cou'd stand what he did.
. It waa no fanciful experiment on him-
sclf, or neglect of duty with respect to
his health, that induced " him to adopt
his simple mode of life among the pooplo
of the country for whom he laboured, sub-
sisting a8 they did. nnd inured to-Native
ways,” It was a'conviction™ that,” for the
work he had in hand, and “the "position
in ‘which kg ‘was placed, this method best
answered his. purpose,  and that” he was
able to:. carry it out. ~His simple habits
did not'make him appreciate less, the or-
dinary socidl requirement of English’ life
in‘ India.”"He had" equadl” aptitude 'for
‘quist companionship snd ‘general sociey,
miuch readiness,in coniversation; - and en-
joyient of music.” In csmp he ‘wass
