A WEEK'S RETURNS—-MORTALITY AMOXNGST
FRENCL-CANADIANS TIIE PAST YEAR.

Ihe returns from the Protestant cemetery
for the past week show that the number of
hodies placed in the vault was 25. Of these
15 were of males and in the totul number 10
were children, The principal causes of death
were :—3 diphtheria; 1 typhoid fever; 2
scarlet fever; 2 puemmonia ; 2 phthisis. The
mortahity among tha French-Canucinn inhabi-
tants for the year, accordiug to the Fahrique
of Notre Dume, was 5,565, against 5,201 for
1883—an iucrease of 364, The chief cause
of death nmong children was diphtheria.
Consumption was the average disease mnong
aduits. The increase in the population more
than made up for the increased death rate.

Our
priest—well, our priest is eperpetic yet
painstaking, respocted by our Protestant
fellow-citizens, and reverenced and loved by
his parishioners, He olso attends to the
parish of Ferguson’s Falls (12 miles distant)
where, aiter saying Masses here nt six and
eight o'clock, he had Mass at 11:30 and re-
cetved & Chrisymas box of $80, nnd was met
on his return here with 128 more from Carle.

THE ALLEGED TOURNAI
FRAUDS.

AMONTREAL FINANCIERS INTERESTEL—AN
OLD STORY REHASHED.

QueBky, Jan, 3.—It is stated that a
Belgian gentleman who ways lately herein
connection with the bishop of Tournai
cage, has received information to the
effect that the difficnlties herctofore existing
letween Bishop Dumont and Bishop
Duroussenux have been amicably adjusted,
Bishop Dumont having assigned any rights
he may hnve had in the stolen bonds to
Bislhiop Durousscanx, who is authorized to take
such steps ns he mny Jdeem  necessary to re-
cover the sume, or the procecds thereef, from
the partics in Canudi who ohtained them from
Dernurd. 1t is envrently  ramone? e that
the end of this case g uot yet been yeachad,
and that seme startling developments may
be expected. Bernand himsell, havinge ami-
cubly adjusted his ditliculties with the bishop,
is expreted toarrive heve within a short time
to assist in the proceediogs which  hiave been
instituted o behadf of the bishop, It is fur-
ther gcated here that one of the principal de-
fendints in the case, who residesin Montreal,
is now in Burope endeavoring to bring wbout
n settlement. What  can be  learned
of the facts of the case are as follows :—
In Octoler, 1881, Bishop Dument, then in
possession of the bishopric of Toumai, having
had some dificulty with Pope Leo XT1I, was
deposed and Bishop Duronsseaux appointed
in his plave.  For some time Bishiop Dumout
aceepted the situation, but at the end of about
scevens months instituted procecdings to recover
the moneys which formed part of the dioces.
an fund and swhich he claimed as his personad
property.  After sowme litigation an appli-
cation waus tade ta buve geals atlised on the
property in dispute. To avoil this the funds,
nmounting to about five million francs in
bands and debentures of foreign corporations
and governments, were entrusted for safe-
keeping to Leon Bernard, then one of the
canons of tho Cathedral of Tournni. The
temptation being too great, Bernard fled from
Belginm to London, taking with him the
diocesan fundy, and from London sgailad for
New York,  After divers peregrinations,
whout the yenr 1882 Bersard avrived in Mont.
real where he formed the acquaintance of
firm of hunkers and brokers whe andertook
to cffeet @ settlement with Bishop Dumont,
whercby they agreed to return 60 per cent. of
the bonds stolen by Mr, Bernard, 40 per cent,
being retnined ag commission.  The attorney
employed for the purpose of effucting the set-
tlement wassrrested in Belginm, but releascd
after considerable difliculty, The €O per
cent. was seized by the Belginn Govermmnent
and the 40 per cent. was disvposed of for the
benefit of the parties interested in Canada,
In wddition to the foregoing snm there were
bonds and debentures amounting to ahout
250,000 francs which were depogited with
somme gentlemman in Montreal, and for which
they gave a receipt on Bernnrd, wherehy they
hound themselves to deliver up the bouds
when requested to do so  This lust wum was
for n time deposited in the vaults of the Fx.
change bank in Montreal, and towards the
end of November, 1833, handed over to the
brokers above referved to, against whom the
present preceedings have bheen taken,
