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PART VI
RELEASE OF PRISONERS OF WAR AND CIVILIAN INTERNEES

Article 21

The release of all prisoners of war and civilian
internees shall be accomplished at the earliest possible date
under the direction of the International Committee of the Red
Cross (ICRC) in co-ordination with the Special Representative
of the Secretary-General, with the assistance, as necessary, of
other appropriate international humanitarian organizations and
the Ssignatories.

Article 22

The expression "civilian internees" refers to all
persons who are not prisoners of war and who, having
contributed in any way whatsoever to the armed or political
struggle, have been arrested or detained by any of the parties
by virtue of their contribution thereto.

PART VII
PRINCIPLES FOR A NEW CONSTITUTION FOR CAMBODIA

Article 23

of neutrality, which the new Cambodian Constitution will
