The Chargé d'Affaires ad interim of the United~ States- of America present
his compliments to the Acting Secretary of State for External Affairs and ha
the honor to refer to the Ambassador's Note No. 259 of May 1, 1959(l), whid,
contained as an Annex the>. co'nditions whieb. the Govrment of the Unite<
States and Canada agreed to for the establishment, maintenance, and operatiol
of Tactical Air Navigation (TACAN) Facilities in~ Caada.

In order to provide azimuth and distance information to aircraft traversins
the DEWLINE, the United States hopes to instail TACAN facilities at an addi-
tional site in Canada, specîfically Cape Dyer, which is a DEWLINE, station. Il
would be necessary to ass4n a United States Air Force TACAN maintenanol
technician to Cape Dyer.

This facility would serve as both a terminal and an en route aid and w0 uld
help considerably in solving aircraf t identification problems. It is understood
that this facility would nlot confict with the Canadian TACAN program b
rather would complement it. It is also understood that the United StatesAi
Force's Central Coordinating Staff, Ottawa, has informally discussed this faciJ-
ity with officers of the Royal Canadian Air Foce wf> have concxurred that a
service need for it exists.

The Chargé d'Affaires ad lnterimn hopes that the Government of Canada cafl
approve the addition of this. site to the list of gre sites storth ini para-
graph 6(a) of the Annex to the Ambassador's Note No. 259. The Unite
States Air Force would expect to oprat an upr Unite States Air Foc
equipment at the Cape Dyer installation until such tirne as Canada might asue
operating responsibility pursuant to paragraph 6 (d) of the Annex.

Should the Government of Canada age to the istallation~ of this di
tional TACAN facility, the Chargé d'Affaires ad irterim proposes that its esab
lishment, operation and maintenance be subject to the conditions set out n h
Annex to the Ambassador's Note No.25e 4May 1,. lM. The Chargé d'Afftre
ad interini also proposes that this Note and the Acting Secretary's reply osi
tute an Agreement effective from the date of reply.
