(3) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraphs (1) and (2) of thisArticle, at any session of the Council convened in accordance with Article30 (3) (i) or Article 30 (3) (ii) to deal with, any question relating to Article 21,decisions of the Council on action taken by the Executive Comxnittee underthe said Articles shall be by a simple mai ority of the- votes cast by theparticipating countries present and voting taken as a whole.
(4) The Government of any participating exÉporting country may authorizethe voting delegate of any other exporting country and the Goverinment of anyparticipating lmporting country may authorize the voting delegate of anyother impprting country to'represent its interests and to exercise its votes atany meeting or meetings of the' Council. Evidence of sucli authorization satis-factory to the Council shall be submitted to the Council.
(5) Each Participating Government undertakes to accept as binlding aldecisions of the Council under the provisions of this Agreemnent.

Article 37
(1) The Couneil shail establish an Executive COmnittee, wbkch shail becompose4 of representatives of the Governments of seven Participating export-ing countries which shail be selected for a quota Year by a m1ajority of the votesheld by the exporting countries and of representatives of the Governments ofseven participating importing countries which shall be selected for a quotayear by a majority of the votes held by the importîng countries
(2) The Executive Committee shall exercise such Poer and functions ofthe Couzneil as are delegated to it by the Council.
(3) The Executive Direotox' of the Couneil shall be ex~ ofileo Chairmnan ofthe Executive Conimittee but shall have no vote. The Committee may eleet a~Vice-Chairman and shall establish its Rules of Procedure subjeet to the approvatof the Council.
