This year Parliament has authorized $64j,796A00 for this vorkip The

proportion of this amount for researah is $24.,188.,000- for naval development

projects - $4,000,000; army devalopment projects - 44.870#000; and air force

The azount allotted for rosearch covera the operation of the Board'o

eleven research laboratories oituated at Dartmouthe Nova Scotia,, Valcartier

and Groj3aeýIlej, Quebec; Kingston, Ottama and Toronto Ontario- Port Churchill

Manitoba; Suffield., Alberta; and Esquimalty British Columbia.
