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ARTICLE 4

. .(1) Extradition shall not he granted in any of the

following circumstances :

(i) When the person whose surrender is sought is

being proceeded against, or has been tried and discharged

or punished in the territory of the requested State for the

offence for which his extradition is requested .

(ii) When the prosecution for the offence has become

barred by lapse of time according to the laws of the requesting

State .

(iii) When the offence in respect of which extradition

is requested is of a political character, or the person whose

extradition is requested proves that the extradition request

has been'made for the purpose of trying or punishing him for

an offence of the above mentioned character . If any question

arises as to whether a case comes within the provisions of

this subparagraph , the authoritie . .of the Covernment on whic h

the requisition is made shall decide .

f(2) The provisions of subparal;raph (iii) of paragraph (1)

of this Article shall not be applicable to the following :

(i) A kidnapping, murder or other assault agains t

the life or physical integrity ef a person .to whom a Contracting

Party has the duty according to international law to•give

special protection, or any attempt to commit such an offence

with respect to any such person .

(ii) When offence 26 of the annexed Schedule, or an

attempt to commit, or a conspiracy to commit, or being a party

to the commission of that pffence, has thcen committed on bcard

an aircraft engaged in commercial services carrying passengers .J

If a request for extradition i s made under this Treaty

for a person who at the time of such request, or at the time

of the commission of the offence for Which extradition is

sought, i s under the age of eighteen years and is considere d

by the requested State tô be one of i ts residents, the requested
