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And also,—A Message acquainting this House that His Honour the Speaker, the
Honourable Messieurs Blain, Green, Lougheed, Sir James, Sharpe, Thompson and
Watson, have been appointed a Committee to assist His Honour the Speaker in the
direction of the Restaurant of Parliament, so far as the interests of the Senate are
concerned, and to act on behalf of the Senate as Members of a Joint Committee
of both Houses on the said Restaurant.

The House then adjourned at 9.40 o’clock, p.m., until Monday next.
