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PRAYERS

A Message was recelved from the Senate informung
this House that the Senate had passed the following Bis
to which the concurrence of this House is desired:

Bill S-2, An Act to amend the Supreme Court Act and
to make related amendments to the Federal Court Act.-
Mr. Lang.

Bill S-3, An Act to provide for a continuing revision
and consolidation of the statutes and regulations of Can-
ada.-Mr. Lang.

Bull S-9, An Act to repeal the Proprietary or Patent
Medicine Act and to amend the Trade Marks Act.-Mr.
Lalonde.

Mr. Biais, from the Special Joint Conimittee on Em-
ployer-Employee Relations in the Public Service, pre-
sented the First Report of the Committee, which is as
follows:

Your Committee recommends that its quorum be fixed
at eleven (11) members provided that both Houses are
represented, whenever a vote, resolution or other decision
is taken, and that the Joint Chairmen be authorized to
hold meetings and recelve evidence so long as five (5)
members are present, provided thdt both Houses are
represented.

That the Committee have power to engage the services
of such expert staff, and such stenographic and clerical
staff as may be required during the present session.

A copy of the relevant Minutes of Proceedings and
Evidence (Issue No. 1) is tabled.

Mr. Crouse, from the Standing Committee on Public
Accounts, presented the First Report of the Committee,
which is as follows:
