I should like ta ask the Minister
o! Transport if he is quite satisfied. that the
Canadian National should undertake that
expenditure o! ahnost hait *a million dollars
for these purposes.

Mr. Chevrier: It is not for me to say
whether or not this is a proper expenditure
ta be made by the Canadian National Rail-
ways. That is generally done by the officers
of the campany, who bring their budget
before the hause committee on railways and
shipping for approval. If the case is as the
hon. member says, I presumne that when the
amaunt is put in the budget of the Canadian
National it will corne befare the committee
in the usual course some time next year. As
far as the Departmnent of Transport is con-
cerned, it has some interest indirectly in such
bills, but ail I can say is that the legal officers
of the department have looked at this bil
and they have no abjection to it.
