LABOUR CONDITIONS
MONTREAL—LAYOFF OF NORTHERN ELECTRIC EMPLOYEES

Mr. Marcel Prud’homme (Saint-Denis): Mr. Speaker, I
have a question for the Minister of Industry, Trade and
Commerce.

Could he tell the House if it is true that 6,500
employees of Northern Electric in Montreal will be losing
their jobs?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Indusiry, Trade and
Commerce): Mr. Speaker, there was, in fact, an article—

cannot ask a question in that form. He is asking the
minister to deny or to confirm a report, and, in that form,
the question is not in order.

Mr. Prud’homme: Mr. Speaker, I have a supplementary
question for the Minister of Industry, Trade and
Commerce.

Could he tell the House if the government intends to
take measures concerning the announcement that 6,500
employees of Northern Electric will be out of work by
Christmas?

Mr. Pepin: Mr. Speaker, I read this report in The
Gazette this morning and, as usual, I immediately looked
into the matter. This is the situation at the present time:
The Northern Electric Company and its employees signed
a contract whereby the company must, in the case of a
temporary work stoppage, give its employees a 30-day
notice, and this is what happened yesterday. The reason
for this is the fact that a strike is in progress in one of
the company’s plant at Bramalea, Ontario. This strike has
been going on for some time now. It may be that on
account of that, some spare parts may not be available at
the Montreal plant, thus bringing about temporary lay-
offs. Everyone hopes for an early settlement of the strike
at Bramalea which would prevent the layoffs.
