EXPORT 0F FRESH WATER GOVERNMENT POSITION

arising from the United Nations presentation to the World
Food Conference which indicated that world demand for
f resh water will increase by 240 per cent over the next f ive
years, and in view of Canada's abundance of fresh water
and the increasing world demand, is the government cur-
rently preparing a policy regarding the international use
or the export of fresh water from Canada?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau <Primne Minister): No, Mr.
Speaker. 0f course, the inventories of water supplies and
their importance to Canada are part of a fund of knowl-
edge being accumulated by the government; I would not
want to say we know every detail of it-but there is no
policy to export water from Canada.

Mr. Wenrnan: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
In view of the recent statements issued by the United
Nations regarding the demand for fresh water, does the
Prime Minister still hold the position that Canada would
consider the sale of her fresh water "for good, hard cash"?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, I would not object to that. If
we could bottle up some water and sell it at a high price, it
would be a nice thing, if we could replace what we were
selling by good, fresh ramn.

FISHERIES

REDUCTION 0F CATCH IN MARITIMES-GOVERNMENT ACTION
TO PREVENT INDISCRIMINATE FOREIGN FISHING

Mr. Lloyd IR. Grouse (South Shore): Mr. Speaker, my
question is for the Minister of Fisheries and concerns the
fishing industry in Canada. According to statistics, cod-
fish landings up to the end of August this year in the
maritimes are down 24 per cent compared with the same
period in 1973; redfish are down 57 per cent, sole and
flounder are down 15 per cent, herring catches 16 per cent,
and comparable reductions are evident for halibut, mack-
erel, hake and other species. In view of the problems
caused by indiscriminate fishing on our Canadian off shore
banks, will the minister consider holding a special confer-
ence now in Ottawa with Russia, Norway, Britain, Spain,
Portugal, France , Germany, Poland and the United States
to see if some positive action can be taken before our
fishing industry is completely destroyed?

Hon. Romnéo LeBlanc (Minister of State (Fz.aherieu)):
Mr. Speaker, while not debating the statistics given by the
hon. member, I would remind him that these pessimistie
figures are due in part to ice conditions and a strike in
Newfoundland. That being said, I recognize that the catch
is lower than we would want. I would also remind the hon.
member that ICNAF, with all its imperfections, is still the
best avenue open to us. If ICNAF did not exist, we would
flot even be talking about an Atlantic offshore f ishery. I
amn quite willing to look at the hon. member's suggestion,
however, and if it is useful we will do something about it.
