1. (a) The U.S.A.-Canada Status Report has been dis­

tributed since (1980-09-01) stapled without covers. 
On 1980-03-18 it was mailed along with a notice 
that future issues would be in looseleaf forms in a 
binder. Persons on the mailing list were asked if 
they wished to receive the binder. 1,036 recipients 
requested and received binders for their copies.

(b) Each binder costs $1.41 to produce.
(c) The purpose of the binder is to reduce the cost of 

updating the U.S.A.-Canada Status Report by 
merely replacing only those looseleaf sheets which 
are out of date with new ones as more up to date 
information becomes available.
