Resolved in the affirmative.

The Order of the Day being called to resume the postponed debate on the
motion of the Honourable Senator Pearson, seconded by the Honourable Senator

The Order of the Day being called to resume the postponed debate on the
inquiry of the Honourable Senator Pratt drawing the attention of the Senate
to the 18th Biennial Congress of the International Chamber of Commerce, held
in Copenhagen from May 22nd to May 27th, 1961, and bringing forward for
consideration information and suggestions, relating to the promotion and
facilitating of the foreign trade of Canada, arising from the discussion by
representatives of industry from fifty countries of the world and many inter-
governmental organizations, as well as of specialized agencies of the United
