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it a favour if you could find tine to interest yourself in 
the case of this unfortunate citizen of strife-torn Russia.
I thought you might be in a position to do something for him 
on humanitarian grounds without impairing the high teaching 
standards of McGill or the educational institutions affiliated 
with your university.
