MONTREAL, May 3 — Co
tion of the Liberal press and the Lib-
eral opposition for its truculent atti-
tude towards the government in gen-
eral and its wal measure in particular
was the feature of an address deliv-
ered by Hon. Robert Rogers, minister
of public works, before a Juncheon of
the Montreal Conseryative Club to-
day. Hampered by the tactics of the
opposition and blocked/wherever pos-
rible by the senate. the government,
he insisted. was fully vindicated in
its determination to appeal to the
country for a mpndate to carry out
its war policy.- Neither he nor any
cther member of the ministry under
sational and reasonable conditions
wanted an election at the present
time, but misleading attacks In the
Ii‘-b-;'l‘l press were deluding a few
» e-minded people, and even some
clergymen who ought to know better.
Rev. Dr. Bland, of Winnipeg, who
preached in Toronto last Sunday and
censured Canadian politicians, he
called a professional hypocrite, whose
record was notorious. The irrespon-
sible senate also recelved some caustic
attention. Its defeating of the naval
emergency measure, its mutilaticn of
the soldiers’ votes bill, and its atti-
tude on the senatorial represzntation
#tatute, all came in for sharp com-
mentes from Mr, Rogers.

Responsibility of Premier.

In opening his oddress Mr. Rogers
said: “No prime minister in Canada
ever had placed upon his shoulders
the heavy responsibility that our
leader, Sir Robert Borden, has been
called upon to carry, and no prime
minister could have carried those re-
sponsibilities with greater dignity and
4 greater consciousness of his lasting
duty to Canada and to the British Em~
yries and no prime minister has eve
been called upon to meet such cow-
ardly and dishonest misrepresenta-~
tions on the part of his opponents as
has Sir Robert. But these vicious
and organized attacks are not going
to deter Sir Robert and his colleagues
from carrying out the greatest task
that has ever fallen to the lot of any
government to deal with.

Duty of 8ir Robert.

‘Onumun;. Mr. Rogers said: “The
Canadian people were fortunate to
have had a 8ir John Macdonald to per-
form the great task of confederation
with British connection, and the Can-

D people were still more fortunate
today, in this great hour of trial and
1est, to have a Sir Robert Borden to
perform tiie still greater task that to-
day confronts the Canadian people,
He has honestly and honorably dis-
charged the greatest responsibilities
that have ever gallen to the lot of any
public man in Canada.

Liberal Press Scored.

“But the fact that he 1as so honest-
ly and so honorably discharged these
great responsibilities apparently means
nothing to a certain horde of design-
ing Liberal grafters and simpletons;
grafters that are strong and powerful
by reason of the wide scope given
them in their fleld of operations dur-
ing the 15 years of Liberal reign, For
example: Who will deny the strength
of the press of Canada today that re-
presents Liberal graft, Iiberal loot and
dAberal plunder? A press that in its
desperation descends tqQ the very low-
est possible level, and when I make
this statement I frankly acknowledge
1 am thinking of The Montreal Herald.
The Torontd Globe and The Winnipeg
¥ree Press, all papers that have pros-
pered in one form or another by the
purchase and sale of influence with
Ldberal leaders, bu the purchase and
#ale of Liberal principles, or by pure
and unadulterated graft during the
reign of the late administration. It is
to ‘be expected that a press of this de-
generate type will oppose the present
#sovernment, for reasons that are ob-
vious, no matter what they do.

Fate of Naval Aid Bill, :

“When the present government took
office they were pledged to the Cana-
dian people to adopt a policy that
would have for its purpose the binding
in closer bonds of union our Domin-
fon with tbe mother country. With
this purpose in view, Sir Robert and
several of his colleagues, at the first
avallable opportunity,proceeded to Eng-
land there to consult with the govern-
ment of Great Britain and the admi-
ralty as to what means could best be
employed to give effect to such policy.

FOUR CRUISERS OFF
NEW YORK HARBOR

A Large and a Small Warship
Join Two on Patrol
Duty.

FINE TURN OF SPEED

Little British Cruiser is of

Type Strange to American
Waters.

NEW, YORK, May 3.—The two
British warships doing patrol duty off
New York harbor were joined today
by a large four funnel cruiser and a
dight armored cruiser, the former
fiying what appeared to be a flag of
a rear admiral.

The big cruiser took the place of
the Caronia, southeast of Scotland
Lightship, and sent the Caronia to a
station opposite Fire Island. The light
armored cruiser announced her coming
before she was seen by shore observ-
ers. This ghe did by signals made with
a powerful reflected light which flash-
ed in jerky dots and dashes thru the
haze of the horizon. Apparently the
cruiser was about 20 miles southeast
of Scotland Lightship, when the sig-
nals were first noticed.

Small, But Speedy.

As she drew nearer to shore it was
seen that the visitor was a type of
war craft strange to American waters,
She came on with great speed, steam-
ing much faster than the patrol vessels
have steamed in the past and was
much smaller than the other three
warships. She had four funnels and
two masts. A group of officers was
sent aboard from one of the three
cruisers and remained in consultation
for an hour.

All four of the warships are British,

Sat'sfaction at the way .the city
haye dealt with their requests was ex -
pressed by the members of the East
Toronto Ratepayers’ Association at
their meeting last night in the Y.M.-
C.A., Gerrard street. A Iotter was
read from Works Commissioner Har-
ris in connection with the Danforth
avenue civic line, In it he stated that
illuminated signs would be installed on
cars going east of Greenwood avenuc,
and orders had been issaed tc con-
ductors to give transfers whenever re-
quired. The road on Danforth will be
gradel up to the level of the car
tracks as complaints have been  re-
ceived to the effect that the height
which passengers have to step up ‘to
board o car at this point is excessive,

A crossing will be laid across Ger-
rard street in line with Kimberley av-
enue, In response to a communication
regarding the state of Gerrard street,
east of Main street, Street Commis-
sioner Wilson has had it scraped and
graded. Property Commissioner D.
Chishoim has promised that the rate-
payers will not be troubled further
with the smoke from the East Toronto
power house,

After a brief discussion, Secretary
Helling was instructed to write Wiorkse
Commigsioner Harris asking under
what conditions the Toronto and York
Radial Railway Co, are operating the
se ction of the line within the city

limits,
Some Statistics.

J. Patterson brougit up the matter
of the Danforth civic car 'line, and sub-
mitted figures in connection with the
number of people traveling on the line,
which he had taken on April 19 and 21,
He stated that in the first case he
boarded a car at Main street at 7 am.,
and ten people were standing. At
Greenwood avenue- tie number had
increased to 62, and on reaching Broad-
view there were over 80. On the 21st,
at 7 am., 29 were standing when he
boarded the car at Main street, and at
Woodbine the number had increased
to 65. After passing Greenwood ave-
nue the car ran thru to the terminus
without stopping. On bota the days
in question many people had been left
for the next car to pick up. Mr. Pat-
terson stated that this state of affairs
prevailed every morning and evening
during rush hours. The members were
of the opinion that more cars should
