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on the Saint Lawrence. But the public

required a more advantageous way of

travelling than either of these, a way
that would be less tiresome, less expen-

sive and more rapid. In a word the

public wanted a railroad. This road

has been constructed and now Quebec
is only at an hour's ride from Ste-

Anne de Beaupr^.

Trains have been running between

Quebec and Beaupr6 since August 10th

1889, and the line has received the

popular title of «Ste-Anne's Railway.
