FORMERLY DEVOTED TO LOGGING.

FPor years the country has been devoted
to logging, and the knowledge of those who
have traveled over it has been confilned
to lumber. With the advent into the pro-
vince of a class of mining experts, the true
wealth of the region has been for the first
time realized, but the lost time is Dbeing
rapidly made up for and development work
proceeded with vigorously. Leaving Van-
¢ouver by steamer, the busy mining camps
of the Shoal Bay District are reached
within 10 hours, and here we find vast
bodies of ore are being developed by sev-
eral of the mining companies of the coast
cities. 'To briefly mention one or two, spe-
cial attention should be given to the pro-
perties of the Gold Range Mining & Ex-

At Phillip’s Arm, a body of ore, contain-
ing at least 10,000 tons, has been exposed
between the tunnel at water level and the
upper working, and a man-of-war could be
anchored within 20 yards of the mouth of
the tunnel.
