Shortly before noon Secretary Lon
the Navy Department for the White House
and an official confirmation was made that
a second despatch from Commodore Dewey
had been recelved. The Secretary carried
Xhis with him to the White House; pending
tkhe conference with the President therc
was intense eagerness among the waiting
crowd to learn ‘the contents of tle sec-
vnd despatch. Senators who saw the Presi-
fient secured brief intimation that Dewey’s
V.ctory was overwhelming, and that he had
a large number' of Spanish prisoners in
his possession. -

At 12.30 Secretary Long.,ﬁr e from the
President’s private room ca ,?ng the copy
of the second message fromy Dewey, but
In order to give equal facilitie¥ to the great
crowd of people walting to gain informa-
tion he held it until he reached his private
office,. Then his secretary, Mr. Finney,
brought the message to the large reception
rcom, where a hundred or ' 'more anxioas
corpespondents and curious observers “took
the despatch as Mr. Finney read it. It
was as follows: 5 >

“Dewey.”*

“Cavite, May 4, 1898.
“Long, Seeretary Navy: Y

“I have taken possession of the mnavdl
station at Cavite on the Philippine Islands;
have destroyed the fortifications at bay
entrance paralleling garrison. I control
the bay completely, and can take any city
at any time. The squadron in excellent
health and spirits. Spanish loss not fully
known, but very heavy, 150 killed, includ-
ing captain of Reina Christina. I am
assisting in protecting Spanish sick and
wounded; 250 sick and wounded in hospital
within our lines. -Much excitement at
Manila, Will protect foreign residents.
“(Signed) Dewey."”

Honors for Dewey.

By direction of the President Secretary
Long sent the following cable despatch io
Commodore Dewey:

“Washington,
“Dewey, Manila:

‘“The President, in the name of. the Ameri-
can people,thanks you and your officers and
men for your splendid‘ achievement and
overwhelming victory. In recognition -he
has appointed you acting admiral, and will
recommend a vote of thanks to you by Con-
gress. * (Signed) Long.”

The Ships ‘Destroyed.

As soon as the Navy Department had the
complete official list of the Spanish ships
destroyed by Commodore Dewey, they turn-
ed to their data showing the character of
those ships destroyed, as it gave a full
idea of the extent of the devastation caused
by the American fleet. Taking the list in
the order reported by Commodore Dewey,
the ships destroyed are as_follows: The
Reina Cristina cruiser, a single screw,
barque-rigged ship with one funnel, dis-
placement 3090 tons, Ivugth ©30 feet, beam
43, mean draught 15 feet, armament.

CAVITE WAS SEIZED.

The Report That the Americans lad Again
Bombarded the Place and
Taken it Confirmed.

Madrid,May 7.8 p.m.)—An official de-
spatch from General Augusti, Governor-
General of the Philippines, sent by way of
the Island of Labuan, says:

‘“The "enemy seized Cavite and the ar
stnal owing to the destruction of the Span-
ish squadron, and established a | close
blockade. It is said that, at the request
of the consuls,, the enemy will not | bom-
bard Manila for the present, provided I do
not open fire upon the enemy’s squadron,
which is out of range of our guns. Theve-
fore, I cannot fire until they come nearer.

“A thousand sallors arrived here yester-
day evening from our destroyed squadron,
the losses of which number 618.”

A conference of the authorities has been
beld, at which it was decided to send in-
fluential emissaries to the provinces to
raise the spirit of the people, especially
those provided with arms, and endeavor to
induce them to abandon the insurrection.

Captain-General Blanco wires from Ha-
vana as follows: ‘“One of the enemy’s ships
ventured within the range of one of our
batteries, which - inflicted slight damage
and compelled the ship to retire -at. full
speed. Another vessel bombarded the bat-
teries at the entrance to Matanzas, firing
65 projectiles ati the beacon light and block-
house, which were struck 19
aged.

THE OREGON'S FIGR

Something About the Warshjp Now on the
Way From Brazil, and
Her Captain.

Captain Charles E. Clark, the commander 1
of the Oregon, which may be the first mod-
ern battlesaip ever to -be put to the test of
combat 8, like Dewey, a son of Vermont,
and like Sigsbee, a graduate from the Na-
val Academy in the class of 1863. He aad
his baptism of fire in Mobile Bay.

The ship which' Capt. Clark commands
was built at the same time and on prac-
t.cally the same model as the Indiana and
tt~ Massachusetts. A concept'on «f what
these ships are can best be obtained by rhe
landsman if he imagines a siua:l forteset
up on mnd with walls of solid #teel eigh-
teen inches thick at the base and |cight
inckes at the top and this steel so tem-
pered by the process known as Harveyizing
that it has the hardness of cast iron wh'le
retaining the elasticity of steel. Suppose
that inside this fort are set up two revolv-
ing towers of this same tough steel, the
walls of the towers being seventeea inches
thick. Mounted :n each of these towers
picture two great guns, each capahle of
throwing half a ton of metal a distauce of
fully ten miles—two tons of metal :0 a
broadside from these four guns alone! Add
eight more guns but littie less powerful
mounted in similar revolving towers. Line
the walls of your fort at every available
point with lighter guns, as many'as you
can: make room for. And you have on
land what the Oregon is on the sea.

The Oregon has a belt of armor cigatean
inches thiCk extending for 192 feet of ver
length amidships from three feet above the
load water line to four and one-half feet
below it. Atove this a belt of armor eight
inches thick reaches to the deck. From the
ends of the eighteen-inch beit to the ex-
tremities of the ship is a protective deck of
this same Harveyized steel three inches
thick, -and there is ‘anpther armored deck
two and three-fourths inches thick. In the
wake of her engines and bollers are four
bottoms and there are double bettoms else-
where, besides which she is divided . by
great bulkheads into numerous compart-
ments, so if her hull was plerced, the dam-
age would be localized and she would not
sink, Her four great thirteen-inch guns
are in turrets seventeen inches thick at the
base and inclined towards the tops, making
their armor the equivalent of 2v-inch ver-
tical plates. Her eight eight-inch guns are.
i turrets, varying from eight and one-
haif- to six hes in thickness. She car-
ries, besides four six-inch guns, 30 light
guns and has six torpedo tubes.

But to determine the defensive power of
the Oregon one must consider the at-
tacking force as well. Of the four armor-
clads of the Spanish flying squadron, the
most’ formidable are the Vizeaya, the In-
fenta Maria Teresa and the Almirante
Oqguenda. These have twelve-inch armor
on the sides, where the Oregon’s is eigh-
teen inches, nine-inch plates on the turrets
aganst the Oregon’'s seventeen-inch | and
their main batteries contain two eleven-
inch guns each to the Oregon’s four thir-
teen-inch and eight eight-inch. | The
smaller guns, deck protection, coal and |
compartment protection, etc., are about the |
same as the Oregon’'s. The - Christaobal |
Colon, the fourth of the Spanish ironclads,
has but sux-inch armor on her sides.

It wilt be seen that even in a fight be-
tween the Oregon and the four Spaniards
the chance of the Oregon would ke by no
means hopeless. They probably would
overcome her, but before they could do so
their own. ships would receive a fire which
would make it out of the question for
them to continue their voyage to Cuba to
ercounter a whole fleet of the Oregon’'s
type. Even should the Oregon be lost off
the coast of South America it would not be
a vain sacrifice.

The Seleil 1s Favored by the Cathelic Epis-
copacy and Furnishes all
the News.

Montreal, May 7.—(Special.)—The radical
change that has come over the writings of
Mr. Tardivel, the champion of ultramon-
tane journalism in this province, is creating
a good deal of uneasiness in the ranks of
his former' friends, for,  instead of being
ultra-Conservative, as of old, and more.|
Catholic than the Pope, Mr. Tardivel ap-
pears to -find @ good deal of comfort in
criticizing his old friends and in flirting
with those he used to consider fit and pro-
per subjects to be in league with his satanic
majesty, However, Mr. Tardlvel's attitude
towards the Archbishop's household at Que-
bec has undergone no change.
-Some years ago the editgw of La Verite
and others founded what he called a Catho-
lic association, and it is said that over-
zeal in the cause of religion brought upon
their ‘heads the censure of the late Cardinal
Taschereau. In fact, that prelate refused
to receilve them when they called to pa__v
their respects to His Grace on New Year’s
day.
