“The menace Quebec is to Canada,”
was the subject of a rather extravo‘rdin-
ary sermon preached on Sunday night

'c.ould save Canada from the most seri-
ous consequences, and make the
French-Canadian people really loyal to
the British ‘crown.

When cautious Presbyterians spoke
this way, sald Rev. Mr. Stamr, it was
certainly high time for Canadians
to summon their serious thought. Que-
bec was a menace to Canada on ac-
count of its growing population. The
birth rate in that province was a
:great deal higher than in any. other
in the Dominion, and the result was
the French-Canadians were not only
crowding the English-speaking people
out of their prgvince, but they were
also over-running the northern and
eastern portions of Ontario, and the
hierarchy were helping them by furn-
ishing money to buy land.” The out-
come of all this, the preachér main-
tained, would be th2¢ !5 35 years’ time,
iunless immigration greatly increased,
ithe balance of population in power
would be with the French-Canadians
who would then be able to control the
ballot box. _

Lack of Education.

Mr. Starr referred at some length to
the lack of education among the mass-
es of the French-Canadians. Their only
source of eplightenment, he said, was
practically the priest at the altar and
the politician at the chuich door. All
fhe would learn from the latter was
what wou'd help his party, and from
the former what - would help his
church.

“Yes,” sald Mr. Starr, “the French-
Canadian habitant is preyed upon by
both priest and politician.”

Speaking of the political menace, the
minister held that the history of the
hierarchy is and always has been to
(glve the French-Canadian vote to
{either one of the two political parties,
according as.the church’s interests are
likely to be served.

Sees Rocks Ahead.

Unless matters undergo a change,
Mir. Stapr sees rocks ahead. He sees
the government dominated by the hier.
archy, and the legislature, of Quebec
icorrypt, as no other is in Lanada. In
{Federal politics, he said, with one or
{two exceptions a government had held
power by virtue of the Quebec ma-
jority. This was a serious matter.
The claim of the Pope to hold lands
had been acknowledged by both par-
ties, and they had stultified themselves
iin doing so., Then, too; politicians
(angling aftex the French-Canadian
vote had persuaded thousands of them
that the people in Ontario and other
iprovinces were ‘“Orangeists,” who
jwanted to invade their rights and de-
‘prive them of their privileges.

Bright Side of Quebec,

Touching on the loyalty of the
French-Canadians, Mr. Starr said that
during the early stages of the Boer
war it was doubtful what attitude
they would take—whether they would
stand by Britain or not.

In his close the preacher drew a
different kind of a picture. It should
be remembered. he pointed out, that
the French-Canadian was generous and
hospitable. He stood against the cry-
ing evils -of divorce; he had opposed
annexation with the United States,
and in 1812 had mortZaged the re
sources of the province to save it to
the British crown.
