Demimion Government Cannot Give
Away Lands of the Provinces.

Milton Kerr, president of the Single
{ Tax Association, has received a reply
from Sir William Mulock to the pro-
posal of the association, that a strip
of land be set apart for the purpose

of a government transcontinental rail-
way. Sir William points out that a
considerable portion of the proposed

toba, British Columbia and part of
Quebec, the Crown lands of which be-
long to the provinces, and, therefore,
the Dominion parliament has nb con-
trol over them. Even in the Terri-
tories the government owns ouly a
portion of the lands in each town-
ship, the Hudson Bay Company and the
C.P.R. being entitled to very substan-
tial portions. There is also in each
township a very material reservation
for school purposes.. If the government
«wned the land on each side of the
proposed railway, and were. to set
apart the same as security for a vast
sum of money to be raised then these
lands could not be open for free settle-
ment. i

The Single Tax Association has writ-
ten Sir William, urging that his ob-
| Jections are matters of detajl which
| statesmanship would overcome. It is
pointed out that, no doubt arrange-
| ments could be made with the prov-
inces to reserve the strip of land for
the purposes mentioned, and when the
sale cf land. in each sectiorr redeem-
ed its proportion of bonds the balance
| ~hould revert to the province. There
18 no reason why this strip of land
should be opened for frea settlement,
as the land could be sold at a good
i price,
