London Tit-Bits: Great interest was
aroused recently by the circumstance
that in a grave national .crisis, when
the king was for the moment inacces-
sible, the ministers of state were sum-
moned to the presence,of Queen Alex-
andra for consultation, with, as was
generally understood, most satisfactory
results. This was quite a new depar-
ture for the present reign. Of course,
Queen Victoria played this sovereign
part constantly, but her late majesty
was the head of the state and it was
the proper course for her to pursue.
Except when considered as part of
the king and sovereign, Queen Alex-
andra is not the head of the state.
She enjoys =@ position of her own
which is unique. While it differs from
that of any other woman, married or
single or of any rank, in some material
ways it is also. different from that of
previous queen consorts. One of the
most curious and interesting provisions
in the law and customs of the state is
that the queen is for private business
purposes not regarded as a married
woman at all. She is the only woman
in Great Britain who does not .ome
within the scope of the masried wWo-
man’s pro v act.

The principle of the law is that the
king is entirely different from all
other married nmren and that his time
is too fully taken up with the affairs
of state for him to have any left to
devote to domestic matters and that

therefore the whole management of .the

queen’s private business matters must
devolve upon her majesty singly and
that no responsibility whatever in re-
spect to them rests upon the king.
Therefore, if such a thing could be
imagined as the queen contracting debts
in her husband’s name the king would
not be responsible for them, as ary
other husband would beé, unless he
had given due notice to tradesmen and
all others concerned that he would for
the future decline to settle all such
accounts. If the king contracted debts
the law, which says that his majesty
can do no wrong, would prevent any-
body from suing him for recovery to

I|the amount due, but no such protection

is granted to the queen, who could be
proceeded against in the ordinary ran-
ner. She has her own attorney-general
and solicitor-general to represent her
in legal matters, tho, of course, "xcept
for ordinary privaté purposes, their
services are scarcely ever needed,

While the constitution is glad to re-
cognize the queen as part of the mon
archy; it cannot lose sight of the fagt
that after all her position is limited to
that of queen. consort and, -therefore,
she is in a large  sense one of his

majesty’'s subjects, and in certain cases,

which there no human  possibility of

occurring in these times. she wouldi

be treated .as a subject. But in other’

respects she is accorded privileges by

the realm which are given to no othgr
pergon except the king. . Particularly
there 'is no question of high treasoh.
It is generally understood that the king
is the only person whomv it is high
treason to plot against, but it would
be high treason also to plot against
Queen Alexandra. The signature “Ed-
ward Rex” is attached to all state ,
documents of such importance as to
demand it. But in no circumstance
whatever would the corresponding one,
“Alexandra Regina,” be allowed to be
attached, either in conjunction 'with
that of his majesty or without it. If
it should happen that the queen should
survive the king, many of the privi-
leges which she at present possesses
would be withdrawn from her, only
‘nominally in some cases, but actually
in others, whilst constitutional law
provides that some curious restrictibns
It would
be no longér high treason to plot
against her and it is held by at leasti
one high authority that she could not
marry again if she wished to do so
without the special licéense and per=
mission of the king’s successor.

A Projection System for Lectures,
. An ingenious and simple meth>d of
illustrating lectures by means of lan-
tern slides ig described hg Professor
BEric Gerard in the bulletin"of the As-
scciation des Ingenieurs . Electriciens
(Paris) for the last quarter of 1904..
|This system, which has been installed
in the-new auditorium of the Institute
Montefiore, is novel in that no darken-
ing of the auditorium is necessary, and
the lantern is not in view. The lan-
tern itself is placed in a rear room,
such as is usually provided for stor-
ing and preparing apparatus. In an
opening of the wall between this rSom
and the lecture room is placed a large
sheet of ground glass. To avold the
necessity of darkening the preparation
Toom, the screen is enclosed so us fo
cut off all side lights. The lamp used
is a direct-current arc lamp taking
fifteen amperes, and it is. placed 2.5
metres from the glass screen. The
slides whi¢h are to be shown dre plac-
ed between the lamp and thé screen,
and the illustrations are shown on the
screen in the usual way. To avoid
the necessity of having an assistant
in the rear room, the slides are mount-
ed on a large wheel, built somewhat
like a bicycle ,wheel, the movemen's
of which are controlled by means of
a cord from the lecture room. The
whole apparatus is under the control
of the lecturer, and its effectiveness is
thus greatly increased.—Eleggrical Re- -
view. y e $
