NEW MAP SHOWG
GOLD DISTRIBUTION

Mining Department Issues "Map
Locating Diabasic Intrusions
in Shining Tree.

West Shining Tree and Matachewan
are noted for their many diabasic iu-
trusions. Altho diabase occurs,6 in
great masses in both camps, it is in
the form of narrow dykes that the
diabase is associated with gold. The
new geological map sf Shining Treo
does not show even half of these
smaller dykes, it, however, shows
dykes on all the promising properties
in the Wasapika section of the camp,
beginning with the Atlas gold end
ending with the Herrick., . The W\jst
Tree mines have a great dyke of dia-
base cutting thru the andesite. Tlis
property and the Atlas are excepthn-
ally rich because both have cross veins
as well as diabase.

The Matachewan Gold and the Lake
Matachewan. are both traversed by
diabase dykes. In this camp, however,
the dykes usually have a northeast
strike, while at Shining Tree they
bear a little west of north. Porphyritic
diabase also occurs in both camps. On
one. property in Shining Tree this
diabase forms one wall of a rich ore
body and tho the diabase on the Atlas
is not parnhyritic, the rich Evelyn
vein is cut in two by a diabase dyke.
8o also is.the big Ribble vein on the
Wasapika Gold. All the leading min-
ing experts agree on the importau.
functiong of the diabasic flows. They
are the youngest rocks in the fiela.
They fractured the crust and set in
circulation the solutions from whicn
the gold was deposited. Apparently
they ai®e responsibie for the gold of
the Algomian epoch. Without them or
porphyries of the same age, we get
only the remnants of deposits of a
much earlier geological period. In-
creasing significance is now ailso at-
taching to contact zones, which neces-
