BUSINESS 0F THE HOUSE

INQUIRY AS TO FURTIIER LEGISLATION TO BE

INTRODUCED

Opposition) : I should like t0 direct a ques-
tion to the Prime Minister having to do with
government legisiation not yet introduced.
From time to time members of the govern-
ment have intimated that there is further
legisiation flot yet introduced. My question
is whether tomorrow or as soon ns practicable
the Prime Minister or someone on his behalf
will give the bouse a statement with respect
to legisiation notice of which hias not yet
been given.

Righit Hon, W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) : I may say that my col-
leagues and I have been considering the
remainder of the legisiation for the session,
and I hope to be able 10 give the house a full
statement not later than Thursday of this
week. There is a good deal of legisiation stili
outstanding, and I purpose therefore today
to hav e a notice placed in the Votes and Pro-
cecdings asking the bouse to consider giving
tp the hour devoted 10 public and private
bis on Tuesday and Friday evenings, and
te begin Wednesday evening sittings. I hope
lion. members wiIl give careful thought to
what is involved. We are now only a few
weeks away from the ist of July. If the
bouse is to gel through with the work itlibas
to do before we gel well on into the summer,
some of these changes will have 10 be made.

Mr. BRACKEN: Did I understand the
Prime Minister to suggest that hie would ask,
us to sit Wednesday evenings as well?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Not this Wed-
nesday evening, but a week from Wednesdny.
