Hamilton citizens have - always been
among the first to recognize the regal
aspects of the baby. During this present
month the provincial board of health, as-
sisted by these same citizens, is engaged
in the task of pressing more securely
the royal crown upon the cherub heads
of the nation’s babies. In Hamilton, in-
deed, the greatest step ever taken in
C#hada towards the conservation of the
country’s greatest asset—its babies—is
been accomplished by the Bureau of
Child Welfare of Ontario with the co-
operation of the citizens of the Ambit-
ious City.

It is by means of a child welfare sur-
vey—the first of its kind in Canada—that
the Provincial Board of Health hopes to!
accomplish untold good during its two
months’ occupation of the city of Ham-
ilton. Every house which can boast of
a baby born in the year 1915 has been
thrown open to the agents of the govern-
ment. There are 2,800 such homes in!
the city, and there will be few closed
doors among this number.

Idle curiosity is not the motive of the
twenty-five girls who are engaged in
going from door to door asking the most
personal questions about salaries, babies,
windows and sq on, almost ad infini-
tum. The object is rather to discover at
first hand the prevailing causes at the
root of the excessive death rate among
infants.

Miss Mary Power of the Provincial
Board of Health, is in charge of the in-
vestigation. She says: “We expect to
have at our fingertips definite data
which will- be of invaluable service to
us in our work of trying to save the
nation’s babies.” .

At each of these homes a schedule
must be filled out giving a most minute
history of the baby. There are twenty-
five heads to each schedule with amr av-
erage for each of four or five subheads.
And it will take an hour away from
the wash tub for the average mother to
answer all the questions contained in
these heads, sub-heads and what not.

The Questions Asked.

“How many bottles of milk were you
taking a« day during the first year of
the baby’s life?” asked the canvasser.
And the mother must sit down with
pencil and paper and do a regular arith-
‘;metical problem to answer this appar-
ently simple query. There’s four min-
