Break-up of Lausanne Con­
ference Not Considered 

Complete Rupture
Dusseldorf, Feb. 5.—The French have 

enlarged their area of occupation to­
ward the Cologne bridgehead, occupy­
ing railway stations at Vowinket, Len- 
nep, Berg and Bonn, virtually surround­
ing Elberfeld.
Further Advance Planned.

Dusseldorf, Feb. 5.—Extension of the 
French occupation to Offenburg and 
Appenwder, two towns in Baden, is 
believed to have been decided upon as 
a penalty for German interference with 
international train service between. 
Paris and Prague.

In German quarters it is declared 
that this latest move of the French 
has as its real goal the Kehl Bridge­
head, opposite Strassbucg. This would 
give the French control of the railways 
along the right bank of the Rhine,

From Frieburg come, reports that the 
arrival of the French, in Baden terrl- 
tory caused great excitement among 
the civilians who were advised to re­
main calm.

There was little chalnge over the 
week-end in the general industrial situ­
ation. The railway workers are being 
offered cash bonuses in an effort to re­
vive tile strike. The committee, on the 
other hand, are actively countering 
such moves with declarations that the 
German capitalists, whose refusal to 
fulfill ' the French demands had led to 
the entire situation should suffer 
fiscation of their property.
German Note,

Berlin, Feb. 5.—The German Gov­
ernment has presented a note to France 
protesting strongly against the coal 
blockade of unoccupied Germany. It 
repudiates the French contention that 
■Germany has committed a breach of 
the peace.

The note declares that the real rea­
son for the coal blockade is the unsat­
isfactory result for France of “the first 
act of violence, namely the occupation 
of the Ruhr, the failure of which is 
driving the French to commit fresh , 
acts of injustice.”

Frieburg, Baden, Feb. 5—Telephonic 
communication with Offenburg ceased 
yesterday. It is presumed the French 
are in possession of the telegraph and 
telephone lines. There is intense excite­
ment here and other nearby points in 
Baden over the occupation of Offen­
burg and Appenweir, plans for which1 
are believed to have been maturing 
since Thursday when troop contingents 
were transferred fnim Landau in the 
Palatinate to the Kehl bridgehead.

TO HURRY CARGO OF
COAL TO ST. JOHNGerman General Called Grave 

Digger and Murderer and is 
Not Allowed to Speak.

Owing to the almost absolute lack of 
hard coal in the city, the Canadian 
Government steamer Laurentian left 
here yesterday morning to bring in a 
schooner stranded at Gloucester and 
prevented from reaching this port by 
the prevailing northwest winds. The 
government complied with. the request 
of the fuel controller in this matter to 
relieve the shortage and the Lauren­
tian was brought here from Dipper 
Harbor, where she had been engaged in 
ice-clearing work, and sent to Glod- 
cester yesterday morning to tow in the 
schooner. This ' schooner sailed from 
New York about December 15 and, due 
to adverse weather conditions, has been 
held up for more than fifty days. In 
the meantime the lack of coal has been 
felt heavily in the city and, as a meas­
ure of relief, the Laurentian has been 
sent to her assistance.

Vienna, Feb. 8.—The arrival of the 
German General Lndendorff in Klan- 
genfurt, Carinthla, yesterday, was the 
cause of serious fighting between So­
cialist workmen ahd pan-German ir­
regulars. Lndendorff had intended to 
address the National Peasant Congress. 
While he was driving from the station, 
workmen tried to drag him from his 
automobile, meanwhile characterizing 
him as “Germany’s grave-digger,” 
“bloodhound” and “murderer.”

Ludendorff was not permitted to de­
liver his address. The street decora­
tions were torn down and burned amid 
great excitement.
