and enable the new government to sta-
bilize conditions.

Budapest, Aug. 5—(By the Ass'd
Press)—One regiment of Roumanian
cavalry is quartered in Kobanya, three
miles from the centre of the city and
overlooking it. Only Roumanian officers
are actually inside the city proper.

Paris, Aug. 5—Telegrams from Am-
erican officials at Budapest state that
Roumanian troops upon entering Buda-
pest yesterday started plundering in the
suburbs. It is added that fifteen or
twenty civilians were killed by the Rou-
maniang during the day.

MINSTERS LEAVING POSTS?

Trouble Over Argentina’s Purchase
of Interned German Ship, the
Bahia Blanca—One Paper Says
Hostile Attitude Towards British
Capital

Buenos. Aires, Aug. 5—Diplomatic re-
lations between Great Britain and Ar-
gentina as a result of Argentina’s pur-
chase of the German steamship Bahia

Blanca are delicate, according to La
Nacion. In today’s edition the news-
paper says:

“Regarding rumors which from the
beginning have been founded on more
than supposition, we have received ver-
sions, the gravity of which are self-evi-
dent, and according to which the return
to London of Sir Reginald Tower, Brit-
ish minister to Argentina, and the de-
parture of Francisco Alvarez de Toledo,
Argenting minister to England, from
London are not disconnected. On the
contrary, it appears the retirement of
both ministers is traceable to the pur-
chase, by Argentina, of the steamer
Bahia Blanca from the Germans, which
purchase the British government . re-
fused to.recognize.

. “Foliowing this refusal, Argentina at-
tempted to solve the difficulty by ap-
pointing as minister at London Senor
'I'oledo, who as minister of marine,
handled the negotiations - for the pur-
chase -of the ship. He presented his
credentials to the British foreign office
some time ago, but a considerable per-
jod has elapsed without King George
receiving him. It is reported there is
no probability of his reception in the
near future. It appears this might have
been expected, as the British govern-
ment never stated that Semor Toledo
was persona grata. It will be re
bered the Argentina govern “he
waited a long time for a response to its’
inquiry as to the purchase of the Bahia
Blanca, and there mow appears reasons
for believing that Sir Reginald’s favor-
able intimations relative to the deal were
solely his personal impressions.”

Another newspaper, Las Noticias, !
says:

“Sir Reginald Tower is being recalled,
and Senor Toledo is returning because
King George has not received him.”

«“The oecasion for the present situ-
ation,” it adds, “is the refusal of _the
British government to recognize the
purchase of the Bahia Blanca, but the
real cause underlying the crisis is the
Argentine government’s hostile attitude
towards British capital invested in Ar-
gentina.” !

Before Senor Toledo sailed for Lon-
don it was announced he would go on
the Bahia Blanca. A day or two later, |
however, a British cruiser took up a
position off the River Plate. Senor
Toledo subsequently went to London
on a regular liner.

According to a current version of the
matter, an effort is being made to en-
list the aid of the United States in.set-
tling the question of the purchase of the
Bahia Blanca, for which Argentina paid
seven million pesos. The deal was made
through the Swedish government. It is
said this was one reason why Tomas
A. Lebreton, Argentine minister to the
United States,. went to Europe early this
year. According to reports, he and Nar-
cello De Alvear, Argentine minister to
France, failed in their efforts to help
Senor Toledo to solve the difficulty.

When the great war broke out, the

Bahia Blanca, a ship owned by the
Hamburg-American Steamship Com-
pany, was interned at Buenos Aires to
prevent her capture by Allied warships.
Some time later it was found the mach-
inery of the ship had been partially dis- |
mantled by the crew. In June, 1918, it'
was announced at Buenos Aires that the
ship had been leased by Argentina and
that the crew had been given permis- |
sion by the German ministry of marine |
to reveal the places where missing parts |
of the ship’s machinery were hidden. |
Later it was learned the ship had been |
bought by the Argentine government.
'The ship, however, never went to sea
because the Allies and the Untied
States refused to recognize the transfer
of her flag. It was said in a Buenos
Aires despatch last April that the pur-
chase price of the ship would be applied
to moneys to be claimed from Germany
by Argentina. The Bahia Blanca is of
9,349 tons register, and Wwas built in
Hamburg in 1912.

Buenos Aires, Aug. 5—Sir Reginald
Tower, British minister to Argentina, |
denies rumors relative to his return to
London which is said to indicate im-
minence of a rupture of relations be-
tween Great Britain and -this country.
He declares he is going to London mere-
ly for a rest.

their country and tenders its sympathy
to their relatives inm the hour of their
sorrow and their pride.”

The premier will also move a resolu-
tion which reads:—

4This House reasserts -its profound
sense of admiration and gratitude for the
supreme services rendered the British
nation by Field Marshal Foch, Marshal
of France, as generalissimo of the Allied
armies, in which great position he dis-
played military genius worthy of the
foremost captains in history.”

Earl Curzon will present identical re-
solutions in the House of Lords.

The proposals for grants to victorious
leaders of the British armies will be
presented by the premier today in the
form of a message from the king.

The following is the text of the reso-
lution to be moved by Premier Lloyd
George in thanks to the overseas
troops:—

“That the tbanks of this House be
accorded to the gallant troops from the
dominions overseas, from India, and the
crown colonies for the prmptitade with
which they responded to the call for
justice and freedom and for the noble
part they played in conjunction with
their comrades of the British Isles in
securing the triumph of right over
wml’g-"

ARWED AND NEAR HONE
OF CLEMENGEND IN PARS,
THD MEN ARE ARRESTED

Paris, Aug. 5—Two laborers, one ot
whom had two revolvers and the other
a large knife, were arrested yesterday
near. the residence of Premier Clemen-
cau by detectivs, who said their man-
ner excited suspicion.

As they were being taken to the po-
lice station, a detective said, the men
offered money for their release. They
gave their names as Ernest Vallee and
Alexander Bonnard- They said they
had an engagement with friends and
relatives at a cafe in the street where
M. Clemenceau resides.

The possession of weapons they ez
plained by saying that some one whose
name they did not kmow commissioned
them to sell them for him. The men
were held for trial on charges of carry-
ing concealed weapons and attempted
bribery. Vallee, the police said, is be-
lieved to be a deserter.

SENATOR FOWLER SPEAKS OF
PROKIBITION LEGISLATION

Senator George W. Fowler came to the
city at noon today from Sussex. Asked
with regard to the recent action of the
senate on the prohibition measure, he
defended what had been done, saying,
however, that he was not opposed to
prohibition, but certainly was against
government by order-in-council, now
that the war had ended. He could not
see the fairness or necessity ‘of govern-
ment of 'this sort now, but believed in
letting the people have an opportunity
of expressing themselves by plebiscite or
other means to what they desired.

! for one year after the ratification of
peace, but this had been killed by the
senate amendment to restrict the bill
for the war-time period !
