Mr. Smith of Albert county was in­
formed that the cost of painting the 
draw span of The Narrows bridge In 
Queens county in 1922 was $867, and 
Mr. Pickett of Victoria was told that 
liquor inspector Frank Craig was ap­
pointed a special sub-inspector, De­
cember, 1933, upon the recommenda­
tion of the sheriff of the county, Don­
ald Fraser and others, and his salary 
was $78 a month.
