ization were named and their functions
explained to the pupils.
MISS MARY B. O’SULLIVAN
read the first paper on the subject,
which pointed out some of her devices
for leading the little people to the in-
telligent observation of lower animal
forms, The factthat every healthy boy
is a born contortionist naturally sug-
gested tphysical exercises for teaching
the principal parts of the body. The
names were quickly learned and the
parts j distinguished; their uses dwelt
upon, and their importance clearly im-
pressed.
The writer showed how she made use
of pictures as silent educators. They
impressed themselves on the mind more
than words, because the pupil
at once manifested an  interest
in them. The pictures that she
used cost twenty four cents, and in five
years furnished ~ instruction and in-
numerable language lessons to four
bundred children. Conversations on
ictures brought books to school, and a
iking for books immediately sprung up.
The teacher also introduced mechanical
toys into her department to facilitate in
the education of her %upils. Continuing
she said that she had her ordinar
pupils collect business and other cas
with pictures of animals; her grading
class a set of natural history cards,
pictures cut from every available source
and pasted on cards, and a lot of printed
slips, each slip containing a descriptive
sentence. In this connection drawing
was invaluable, and every conversation
should be illustrated by a blackboard
sketch.
Clay moulding which had reeently
been introduced into the school /system
was of considerable value, inasmuch as
the work involved in moulding would
impress_the facts of structure gnd forma-
tion on the mind of the pupil more than
anything else. Imitations of animals
form an interesting collection and have
the advantage of being inexpensive.
Then she referred her pupils to the win-
dows of taxidermists where stuffed ani-
mals were exhibited, each oneof which
had its lesson to teach. ;

ton for $2,500; that the grounds and
buildings at Moosepath were leased to
the Saint John Exhibition Association
fer a period not exceeding one month
during each year, in consideration of
which the exhibition association has
erected a large number of box stalls, and
barns on the grounds, at a cost of over
$4,000; that since the purchase of Moose-
path, considerable expense has been put
upon the track and its condition very
materially improved.

The treasurer’s report showed total

RISKED HIS LIFE.

A GALLANT ACT BRINGS NOTHING
BUT DEATH.

Fred Young’s @allant Efforts to Save
Little Mundee are Fruitless, and
Both Lads are Drowned.

Just after noon today an accident
occurred by which two _ persons
lost their lives in Courtenay Bay., A
number of boys were playing around the
railway wharf at the foot of Union
street and one of the number, Fred Mun-
dee, son of Mr. Frederick Mundee,
liguor dealer, trip on a spike on the
edge of the wharf and fell into the water.
A cry was at once raised by his compan-
ions, and soon Frederick Young, an em-
ploye of Howe’s factory, came rushing
out from the establishment close by and
Le;;ed in to the lad’s rescue. Young

a large life preserver and he
was not long in reaching the
drowning boy. He caught him in his
arms and called out for some one on the
wharf to haul them in by the line which
was attached to the buoy. But whoever

The crowd, which had collected rushed
wildly about, but could not -seem to de-
vise a method by which to rescue the
lads. The smaller boy was still being
held up by his brave rescuer, but his
face was in the water, and he was rapid-
ly meetingdeath in the madly rushing
waves.

An effort was made to launch a boat
which was lying on the beach near,
Park’s cotton factory, but it was dashed
to pieces against the wharf. Another
was tried but it filled with water. As
a last effort several ropes were obtain-
ed and knotted together, a boat
was fastened to the centre of it
and men endeavoured to stretch
the rope from the breakwater
by the cotton factory to the wharf at the
foot of Union street. The rope “was
nearly rcross when one end paited, and
the boat was beaten to pieces by the
waves.

Young still held on to the lad but it
could be seen from the wharf that the
latter was dead. A bystander tied
a rope round his waist 0 and
tried to swim to the now near-
ly exhausted boy but the rope proved
too short and he had to be hauled back.

Young was now nearly exhausted and
lat go of the smallerboy. He cried for
help but all seemed as if paralysed aud
did nothing but rush madly around.
No further effort was made
to launch boats, several of which
were in the shipyard near by, and after
over an hour’s hard battling with the
fierce waves, the brave boy who had
courageously faced danger and death to
save a fellow being, threw up his arms
and sank. The bouy was floating around
at three o'clock, and some believe the
body of Young is entangled in the ropes
under the life preserver.

Frederick Young was about nineteen
ears of age and was a son of Mr. Robert
oung now residing at Philadelphia.
Fred lived with his uncle Mr. 5
Wilson and had been learning the trade
of cabinet making in Howe’s factory.
The boy, Mundee, was about nine
years of age, and was one of the Gazette's
brightest sellers. His father, Mr. Mun-
dee, is away from’town at present.

A large crowd are searching the
shores for the bodies, but it is thought
that they have drifted seaward. Mr.
Howe sent a team outto Red Head with
men +to search the shore along the other
side of Courtenay Bay.

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At Chambers this morning, His Honor
Mr. Justice King delivered a judgment
in a case on review before him, which is
of no little interest to- horsemen gen-
erally.

The suit which was orlginally tried
before T.T. Landry, Esq., J. P,, at Mem-
ramcook, was brought by one Moses O
Brien, the owner of a stallion, for the
services of his horse, against one Wil-
liam McLellan the owner of a mare for
which the horse’s services were obtained.
