that on that day the Britiéh schooner W. 
P. Sayward, George R Ferry, a British 
subject, commanding, was lawfully and 
peaceably sailing on the high seas fifty- 
nine miles from Ounalaska Island, when 
it was unlawfully and forcibly seized by 
the armed United States revenue cutter 
Rush,and by force taken to Sitka, Alaska, 
and there made to answer a libel, filed 
in the United States District Court by 
M. D. Ball, United States district attorney 
for Alaska, charging the vessel, her 
owners, officers and crew with engaging 
in the killing of fur seal within the 
limits of the waters of Alaska terri­
tory in violation of the statutes of the 
United States. The proceedings in the 
SitkaUnited StatesCourt are then rehears 
ed, including the fa.-t that it was dear­
ly brought out on the trial that the kill­
ing of the seals took place a good many 
miles from land, “so that the judge could 
have no jurisdiction of the alleged of- 
ence,” and counsel, continuing says: 
"Yet the said court did, nevertheless, in 
contempt of the authority of the United 
States and in violation of the laws of the 
United States and in violation of the 
laws of nations, and to the manifest dan­
ger of peaceful relations of the two coun­
tries, assert and attempt to exercise jur­
isdiction in the premises, and on the 19th 
day of September, 1887, did make 
and enter a pretended decree of 
forfeiture" to the United States of 
said vessel, her tackle, apparel, 
boats, cargo and furniture.” Coun­
sel then request the court that a 
writ of prohibition be issued to the 
judge of the United States District Court 
for Alaska, prohibiting him from in 
any manner executing the decree of for­
feiture or from taking any steps what­
ever towards carrying out the order or 
entering any order or judgment re­
quired in the course of the proceedings. 
The court as informed that Sir John 
Thompson, K. C. M. G., her Majesty’s 
Attorney-General of Canada, authorizes 
this motion to be presented with the 
the knowledge and approval of the im­
perial government of Great Britain.

This motion it is said is likely to be 
opposed by the Attorney General of the 
United States, but if, it? is. it will be a 
conspicuous proof of the weakness of the 
American case. If the U. 8. government 
is afraid to allow its claim of jurisdiction 
in Behring sea te be decided by its own 
Supreme court, that will be a clear ad­
mission that, ita daim is not tenable in 
point of law.

BOOTS=HOTE AND COMMENT.
Although the crop of the United States 

last year was larger, in the aggregate 
the average yield per acre was low. 
The estimates of the products of corn, 
wheat and oats of 1890 as completed by 
the statistician of the department of 
agriculture make corn aggregate 1,469,- 
970,000 bushels; wheat, 399,262,000 
bushels; oats, 523,621,000 bushels. The 
area of corn, which was slightly in­
creased in planting; was reduced by 
utter failure and abandonment by more 
than 6,000,000 acres ; the area harvested 
being 71,970,763 acres. The average yield 
per tune was 20.7 bushels, and the sup­
ply for consumption per head of popu­
lation is 23 bushels, or 11 bushels 
lees than last year. Tbe aggregate 
wheat area is 36,087,154 acres, nearly 
the same as in 1879, and the yield per 
acre 11.1 bushels. The yield per acre is 
the same as in 1888, when the product 
was nearly 416,000,000 bushels, and with 
two exceptions, is the lowest rate during 
the past decade. The area in oats was 
26,431,369 acres, and the yield per acre 
was 19.8 bushels. Thin is only 74 per 
cent, of the average ot 10 years past, 
which was 26.6 bushels, and the smallest 
rate of yield ever reported to the depart­
ment at Washington. We can do much 
better than these figures in Canada.
