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TRUSTEES MEET
IN NELSON

WANT CANADIAN FLAG
T0 FLY OVERB. C. SCHOOLS

Many Resolutions Passed at Conven-
tion--Entrance Examinations at
Christmas.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The third annual convention- of the
school trustees of British Columbia has
just closed in Nelson. Valuable work
was done, and the trustees who at-
tended carried away some valuable
jdeas. Victoria was not represented at
the convention, a letter from Superin-
tendent Eaton being read, in which on
behalf of the local board he expresed
his regret that owing to a pressure of
work, Victoria could not be represent-
ed. The letter expressed the continued
sympathy of the local board with the
work of the association, and expressed
the wish that the session then in pro-
gress would be successful. The provin-
cial superintendent of education was
also unable to be present.

Perhaps the most important resolu-
tion passed unanimously was the fol-
lowing:

“Resolved, that a provision should
be inserted in the School Act mak-
it compulsory to fly the Canadian
flag on all' school houses during
school hours.”

Christmas Entrance.

A resolution introduced by  the Nel-
son delegates proposing to do away
with the Christmas entrance examin-
ations to the High schools was lost
largely through the opposition of the
delegates from Vancouver, and its sur-
rounding municipalities.

The chief objection taken to the mo-
tion was voiced by Supt. Argue, of
Vancouver, who pointed out ‘that the
change would be a very serious one for
the city he represented and Victoria,
since it would interfere with the semi-
annual grading in the schools so ne-
cessary to make room in the lower div-
jsions for the accommodation of new
pupils entering twice a year, in the
summer and at Christmas. D. P. Kane
of Kaslo, also objected, pointing out
that in the newer high schools, every
opportunity to move a pupil forward
from the public to the High school was
of advantage in that it enabled the lat-
ter to keep its attendance somewhere
near the required standard.

The Inspector’'s Views.

Inspector Stewart said that, from a
departmental point of view, it would be
preferable to have but one examina-
tion a year. He saw, however, that
new high schools, struggling to keep up
their attendance, desired a Christmas
examination, while the big cities, at
the other extreme and on exactly op-
posite grounds, held the same view. But
the prosperous intermediate high
schools favored a single annual exam-
ination. There were evidently two
sets of conditions so contradictory that
they gould not be easily harmonized.

Looking at the guestion from a pure-
1y academic point of view, he said he
would do away with Christmas exam-
inations at one swoop. He hoped that
the association would give him a con-
cise expression of opinion on the broad
principle, not subject to local condi-
tions, which he might take away with
him.

More frequent - inspection of rural
schools  was also urged. Inspector
Stewart favored this provided it would
be attended with an increase. in the
staff of inspectors and a résolution in
accordance wag passed unanimously.

The resolutions introeduced Ilast year
by Dr. Ernest Hall, of this city, were
considered. One relating to the teach-
ing of sexual physiology was at once

thrown out, but the second, opposing |

the training of school children in mili-
tary exercises, was amended so as to
make it clear that it referred only to
the development of a spirit of militar-
ism, and carried.

Other Motions.

A motion urging that steps should
be taken by the government towards
reducing the coust of text books, advo-
cating that the government should ob-
tain the copyright of the books and
sell to the trustee boards slightly above
cost, was lost, the majority of those
present believing that the time was not
as yet ripe for such a step.

Amongst other resolutions
were the following:

“Resolved, that the time has now
arrived that the government of British

' Columbia do set aside lands for public
school and university purposes.”

1. That in rural municipalities the
number of trustees be increased to 7.

3. That a penalty of suspension of
certificate should be provided in the act
for teachers who accepi an appoint-
ment and then break it just before the
commencement of a school term.

4. That inspectors should report to
trustees immediately after inspecting a
school.

5. That the‘low average of salaries
prevailing throughout the province is
to be regretted, and that an effort
should be made . to reach a higher
standard.

6. That the salaries paid officials of
the educational department, notably
the superintendent of education and
the members of the inspectorial staff,
are too low, and should be increased
in order to maintain the -dignity and
increase the efficiency of the profession.

7. That periodical medical inspection
of pupils and teachers be made com-
pulsory.

TROUBLE IN THE
FRENCH CABINET

Discussions on Church Matters May
Result in a Number of
Changes.

Paris,” Feb. 16.—There were persist-
ent rumors to-day that a serious clash
had occurred at this morning’s cabinet
meeting between Minister of Educa-
tion Briand and Premier Clemenceau
over the negotiations on the question
of church contracts. ® Several minis-
ters,, it was said, supported the pre-
mier, and the cabinet was reported to |
have ‘adjourned with an open breach
imminént.

Later it was learned that M. Clem-
enceau was not much opposed to what
Briand was doing, but he insisted on
a prolongation of the negotiations
which had cauged such a state of
nervousness in the -chamber of depu-
ties that the definite approval of the
majority should be obtained before
the government acted. Finally the
premier announced that, in spite of
his bad health, he would bring the
matter up in the chamber on Monday,
when the fate of the’cabinet probably
would be decided.

Subsequently it was learned that the
Prefect Amitto and Mgr. Thomas, the
vicar-general, reached a complete
agreement last night covering the
cuestion of the contracts of the lease
of the parish churches. This M.
Briand presented to the cabinet, and
M. Clemenceau took the position that
it should not be ratified until the
chamber had an opportunity to ap-
prove or disapprove it.

THE JAPANESE
ARE DISPLEASED

OBJECT TO RESTRICTION
ON IMMIGRATION

The School Question Must Be Settied
Apart From Admission of
Laborers.

Tokio, Feb. 16. The projected
amendments to the American immi-
gration law involving a restriction on
Japanese labor immigration to the
United States from the Hawaiian isl-
ands are naturally received here with
great displeasure, but the well
formed fail, under existing circum-
stances to find grounds for complaint
at this action of the government. The
council of elder statesmen and the
cabinet ministers to-day showed no
concern whatever over the diplomatic
situation.

Public opinion, owever, is decidedly
opposed to a solution of the San Fran-
cisco school problem on the basis of
the restriction of the admission of Jap-
anese laborers into the United States.
It is generally admitted that if a so-
lution is effected on the basis men-
tioned it wil arouse strong opposition
throughout the Japanese empire. The
relations between the federal govern-
ment at Washington and the govern-
ments of the various states of the
Union are little known here, and a re-
striction of the admission of laborers
would be looked upon as an unwar-
ranted concession on the face of the
treatment which the Japaneses in San
Francisco complain of.

Only the limted few who are well
posied on the actual state of affairs
are not excited, and even they do not
see why the difficulty could noé be
solved outside the labor question.

An appeal couched in strong words
has been cabled here from the Japan-
ese in San Francisco asking for na-
tional support in settling the San

in-

question of. restricting the admission
of laborers. In view of the state of
public feeling here it would not be
surprising if the Japanese government
did not agree to a settlement on the
proposed basis of restriction.

Approved By Senate,

Washingion, Feb. 16.—The adminis-
tration plan to settle the California-
Japanese situation was approved in the
senaie to-day by the adoption of the
senate committee report cn the immi-
gration bill.

This report contains a provision
which authorizes the president to ex-
clude Japanesg laborers from the
United States at his discretion. The
report will now go to the House for its
approval, which it has been stated is
assured.

“Amicably Settled.”

Washington, Feb. 16.—Mayor Schmitz
to-night announced that he would
make no statement until the House had
prassed on the exclusion amendment of
the immigration bill. This probably
will occur Monday.

Mayor Schmitz and the San Fran-
cisco school board expressed satisfac-
tion that the senate had adopted the
amendment. While admitting that the
Oriental school will not be abolished,
and that there will be no separate
school, the mayor would only say: ‘“The
whole question has been amicably ad-
justed.”

FRENCH WIRELESS STATIONS.

Will Be Taken Over By the Military
Authorities in Case of War.

Paris, Feb. 16.—The cabinet to-day

approved the recommendations of the
committce of defence relative to the
organization of wireless stations. The
coast and interior stations for com-
mercial purposes will include extra
powerful plants at Quessana, Mar-
seilles and Algiers, and ordinary sta-
tions at Boulogne Sur Mér, Havre, St.
Nazaire, Nice, and Cape Corse. They
will be placed under the administra-
tion of the minister of posts and tele-
graphs. Extra powerful naval sta-
tions will be erected at Toulon, Bi-
zerta and Oran, and ordinary stations
at Dunkirk, Cherbourg, Brest, L’Orient
Rochefort and Ajaccio. They will be
under the administration of the min-
istry of marine. Finally special mili-

| tary stations will be established under

the war ministry

In
the event of war the military authori-
ties will take over the stations.
