same city; James Breen, of the North-
western: Smelting Co., of this city, and
ex-Governor Dewdney, of Victoria, who
has been so long associated with mining
development in Britislr Columbia.

The party returned on the Queen City
“Thursday night, and although very re-
ticent as to the results of their trip,
enough has been gleaned to indicate that
the outcome will be of the highest im-
portance to British Columbia in general,
‘and to Vietoria and the West Coast of
Wancouver Island in particular,

Geo. H. Robinson, the most prominent
member of the party, is probably one of
the best known and most reliable min-
ing man in America to-day. It was he
who recently acquired the Britannia
mines, and this step was'but the inaugur-
ation of his operations in this country.
He is a personal friend of Messrs. Breen
and Dewdney, and having heard of the
wonderful mineral deposits on the West
Coast of this Island, he ilndicated his
desire to charter a vessel and spend sev-
eral weeks along the coast, in verifying
the reports he had heard of its wonder-
ful wealth.

Unfortunately business in connection
with the Britannia deal, compelled him
to abandon this trip, but he Sspent suffi-
cient time along the inlets of the Island
to thoroughly enlist his interest. In
fact, from the remarks he magde, there
is no doubt that his visit will be followed
by heavy investment in propert) which
he investigated.

AMr. Robinson has operated through-
out the Western States, and was asso-
ciated in some enterprises with Messrs.
Breen and Bellinger in Butte. He is, at
the present ime, erecling an enormous
smelter .at Salt Lake City. He left
Thursday ‘night for Vancouver, whence
he will proceed to the Britapnia group,
and set operations there in aective pro-
gress. Already a contract has been let
to Riblet, to construct three miles of
aerial tramway, from the mines down to
the landing.

Messrs. Robinson and Breen paid a
visit to the Dewdney property at Sidney
Inlet, viz., the “Indian Chief” group, and
both expressed themselves in the most
flattering terms in regard to it.

They continued their journey up the
coast, and inspected the Yreka property
at Quatsino, as well as the June group,
which is situated about six miles from
Yreka.

Privately, Mr. Robinson expressed the
most flattering opinion of this property;
in fact, it is understood he regards the
June group as the mother lode of the
West Coats mines.

His visit was made on behalf of a
very wealthy syndicate, and so high is
his standing in the mining world that any
repotts he makes on mining property
are regarded as final, capital investing
freely whenever his verdict is a favor-
able one. It is thus of the utmost im-
portance to Vancouver Island and Vie-
toria that his interest has been enlisted
in this district, of the almost fabulouns
wealth of which he had frequently heard.
Members of the party report active min-
ing developments all along the coast. On
Sydney Inlet Mr. Dewdney is erecting
a wharf. He has constructed a crude
chute of logs from the claim itself, down
to tide-water, and has about fifty tons
of ore sacked and ready for shipment to
Crofton. This ore runs about $40 to the
ton. Around Quatsino Sound, substan-

Northwest,” said A. C. Ackerman, of
Grant, Iowa, to the Winnipeg Tribune.
“There has aiready been a big migration
from our part of the country, and it ap-
pears to me that next spring will be a
record-breaker. :

“What is the trouble with Iowa? There
is no trouble; only a lack of space. For
a man who has a large family to stay
in the Western States where the land
is dear, and very little of it at that, it
is the height of folly. While the land
all through the southern part of Iowa
is about the best in the West, it eannot
produce more to the acre, nor for the
matter of that as much, as the land in
the Canadian West, and for that reason
it is not a good investment to keep one’s
money tied up there.

“T'en thousand dollars invested in a
good farm in Manitoba .will pay on an
average almost 12 per cent., while the
same amount invested in Iowa will give
barely six. It is not hard to see why
people, especially those who have sons
and daughters to bring up, should move
to Canada. It may be a little rough at
first, but I am perfectly satisfied that in
the long run it is the best policy.

“I have spent the last month in look-
ing into conditions west from Winnipeg,
and I think that I will this fall settle
in the Langdenburg country, which, so
far as I have seen, offers as good in-
ducements as any other part of the
province. It is not as yet very thickly
settled, as some other localities, but the
land is there and the railroad is coming,
and I am perfectly satisfied that it will
not be long before it is one of the
choicest parts of the West.”

“Will many more come from your part
of the state?”

“Well, T cannet give you any figures,
but I myself am here for the purpose of
locating land for twelve families, and I
know that there are at least as many
more ‘coming from our part of the coun-
try. Manitoba is very well spoken of in
Iowa, and I feel sure that next year
you will have a big immigation from

among the very best class of farmers.”
