A SUCCESSEUL LAWYER.

Personal Sketch of-G. S. Henderson,
Son of W. Henderson of This City.

| 'El‘hev-Toronto -News recently published
{the following personal sketch of Gordon
Smith -Henderson, of Ottawa, son of W.
Henderson, of this!icity:

“Gordon Smith cenderson was born m
Scotland in 1866.1 He is the jyoungest
son of William Henderson, who came to

' Canada in 1872, and -eventually entered.

the public works department at Vietoria,
B. C. Gordon Hélderson was' educated:
first at the Public and Model schools in
Ottawa. H¢ spentithe yéars from- 1883
Territories;
and on his return'rentered - the law ‘so-
ciety. He was called to the bar in1893.
He entered Trinity: University in 1891,
and ‘gained his Bi C. L. degree with
honors in 1894.  He passed his student
days in the office of his brother, Stuart
Henderson, then  practicing law in Ot-
tawa, and now a'deading member of the !
legislative assembly  of British Colum-
bia.. -‘He began praectice on his own ac-
count: in. Ottawain: 1894, and 1902 en-
tered partnership with Messrs. Fripp &
MeéGee, one of the leading firms in- the *
junior -bar of Ottawa.

-Almest from boyhood he has taken an
active-interest in municipal affairs. I«
politics he has been known for years as
one of the most capable campaigners in
Eastern Canada. He is .a Liberal of ;
most - pronounced convictions, and has
fought the battles of his party on cvery
important platform in Eastern Ontario
since the early nineties. In what is
known as “practical polities,” however,
he 'has mnever taken any, part except
when he was agent for George O’Keefe,
ex-M. P. P. He has .confined his ener-
gies to the stump, where a remarkable
memoty for detail, a logical habit of =
speech, and a -generous measure of
felicity-of expression, all linked with an

ability to take and give hard knocks,
have made him a campaigning agent of
great effectiveness.. He seems to be
sblessea with a memory little short of
marvellous. Certainly he never consults
a note when. he is speaking;- and his
recital of intricate detail under those
conditions gives evidence of a very close
and concentrated = study of current
events. . It is said of him that he can
from memory give the names of every
member elected to_ the Commons since
1878, with his political leanings, includ-
ing those members elected at bye-elec-
tions.

But politics serves Mr. Henderson
purely as ‘a recreation. He has been
erown counsel at Perth, Pembroke and |
I.’Orignal, appearing before Justices
Meredits, Street and Teetzel, all of
whom are understood to have found oc-
casion to express appreciation of the
value of his services.

During the pasf twelve months alone
he has been engaged for or against the
crown, in no less than 72 criminal
cases. He has won more thanm 50 of
them. His “first appointment-as’ crown
counsel was at the Lanark assizes last
year, where he segured the conviction of
Alden Maher fof" manslaughter. The
case presented miuch contradiction in
evidence and the crown was successful
only after a sfiff fight. Shortly after-
wards he conducted the criminal busi-
ness of the Renfréw assizes; and was
instrumental in-securing the conviction

has had {0 take his share of occasional
defeat.

He has apparently the faculty of close
concentration in the work in hand. He
displays ‘an almost -feverish energy _in
the pursuit of the detail of evidence and
plainly - throws hjmself into his work
heart - and, sonl... Originally of frail
health,, be, has . gamed by hard work a
splendid@ fund  of physical yitality, and
there seems. fo. have, opened up for him
a long and honornble career in his pro-
fesSion.

We may state as
a general conclusion, indicated by severak
methods of making the estimate, that niear-
1y all ithe stars which we can see with  6ur
telescopes are contained within a sphere
not likely to be much more than 200,000,000
times the distance ‘of the sun. The inquir-
ing redder may here ask another questiom.
Granting that all the stars we can see are
contained within this limit may there not
be any number of stars without the limit,
which are invisible only because they are
too far away to be seen?—Harper’s Maga-
zine.
