AN INTERNATIONAL CASE.
Seizuré of United States Steamier North
Gives Rise to Technical Points,

In the proceedings at Vancouver be-
fore Mr. Justice Martin respecting the
seizure of - the TUnited States fishing
steamer North a grave guestion arose.

“This may expand into- something
much greater,” observed His Lordship,
Mr. Justice Martin.

“It may become an international mat;
ter,- Your Lordship,”  replied Attorney-
General Wilson, . “If we are right, the
seizure was & very eerious piece of busi-
ness.”

Mr. Wilson’s contention on behalf of
the owners of«the schooner North, in
brief, is that the Canadian government
steamer Kestrel had no right whatever
to make the seizure and that the ship
was not therefore really under arrest.
The evidence for the prosecution show-
ed, he declared, that the schooner had
been seized outside the three-mile limit.
1t was, however, a. fundamental prin-
ciple of British law that one nation
could not seize the ships of another na-
teon on the high seas.

The crown closed its case Thursday
afternoon after putting more than a
dozen witnesses in the box.

* Mr, ‘Wilson, for the defence, did mot
proceed to call witnesses, but moved

ground -stated above, Mr. Macdonell,
however, found himself unable to - dis-
cuss the point then as he had had no
notice that it would be raised, and the
further hearing was adjourned until yes-
terday morning.

When the proceedings were resuméd
to-day, Mr. Maedonell said that Quat-
smo Sound was a bay, and was therefore
within Canadian® jurisdiction. It was
true that the distance between its head-
lands was twenty miles, but nevertheless
Lig learned friend’s contention that the
distance, to constitufe a bay, must be
less than six miles, was not supported by
any cases, It was not a question of
distance at all. If, however, the schooner
were held to be outside the three-mile
limit when seized, he maintained that
the seizure was justifiable because pur-
suit had been continuous. If such seiz-
ure could not be made, all that a vessel
would have to do would be to lie outside
the limit and send her dories in. There
would then be no such thing as protec-
tion within the three-mile limit.

His Lordship said it was an exceed-
ingly mice point, and one of the greatest
importance. He would like counsel to
give him all the assistance possible._

After some discussion it was decided
that Mr. Wilson should amend the plead-
ings. Mr. Wilson said that if the argu-
ment respecting hot . pursuit held, hot
pursuit. would always be the excuse for
arrest. There was no hot pursuit én the
present case, anyway. The evidence
showed that the Kestrel had done noth-
ing to indicate to the schooner that she
was not pursaing her. He relied on the
well-known British rules in such cases.
As to baya. these were defined very cl_ear-
ly by the laws governing, the subject.
Except in sueh well-known cases as tl.xe
Hudson Bay, territorial jurisdiction did
not extend over the waters of bays tl}e
seadlands of which were more than six
mwiles apart. A convention had been
arranged between Great Britain and the
United States in 1818, which was still
in force. By this” the United States
abandoned its right to fish in waters in
British North America which were with-
in the three-mile limit. This rather ac-
centuated the powers of the TUnited
States outside that limit. As to the lack

The Chinese
scampered in all directions; but seven
were secured and walked to the lock-up,
where they produced the necessary col-
lateral.

Pete Anderson, a Vancouver visitor,
was sent to the New Westminster jail
for three months, on charges of being in
possession of intoxicants in an Indian
camp and for stealing sundry articles
telonging t0 the aboriginees.

EMPEROR’S BIRTHDAY.

Chinese Reform Association Will Celebrate
the Event With a Banquet
To-Morrow.

To-day the members of the Chinese Re-
form Association in this city are displaying
their flags outside their headquarters on
Government street In honor of the 36th
birthday of the Emperor of China, Kwong
Suy. In a cable message which they have
addressed to His Majesty at Pekin they ex-
tend birthday congratulations, wishing him
“long life and happiness and the early
restoration of the powerful Royal China.”

The great movement which is represented
by the Chinese Reform Association had its
inception in Victoria, the first organization
having been formed here during the visit-of
Kwang Yu Weli, when that clever adviser
of the throne was fleeing from the wrath of
the Empress Dowager. From that time
until the present the movement JMfhs grown
rapldly in all parts of the world. It has
now a membership of 2,000 in Victoria. It
has become so strong that the soclety re-
alizes that its size and impartance demand
a new bullding. This is in course of erec-
tion on.Government street. It will be a
three story brick structure, with offices and
stores on the first two floors and a meeting
room for the society on the third flat. The
reform movement has often been expiained.
Briefly, it aims to introduce modern govern
ment into” China, and as soon as the Em-
press Dowager passes away to place the
Emperor cn the throne.

In commemoration of His Majesty’s birth-
day to-day a banquet will be glven Jdn the
Reform Association rooms to-morrow after-
noon at 4.30-o’clock.

PRESIDENT OF
G CORPORATO

GEORGE F. BAER HERE
FROM PENNSYLVANIA

Prominent Capitalist From the Quaker
State and Party Visit Victoria
for First Time.

A gentleman who loomed somewhat
largely in the public eye a couple of
years ago is spending a few days in the
«ty. He is George F. Baer, president
of the Philadeiphia & Heading and New
Jersey Central railways, who control
cnormous coal, iron and: zine interests in
Pennsylvania, New  Jersey and other
states. Altheugh Mr. Baer has been
prominent in the world of high finance
for many -years, it  was only within a
comparatively recent time that the fierce
ligiit of publicity actually beat upon him.
It was he who led the operators in their
\ig fight with the United Mine Workers
‘n the Penmsylvania anthracite fields,
when thousands were thrown out of
work, and when the price of hdrd coal
shot skyward like a rocket. It was Mr,
Baer who matched his powers against
Tohn Mitchell, the celebrated leader of
tte United Mine Werkers.

Mr. Baer is very retiring in disposi-
tion, and in the reading room of the
Driard hotel is more apt to seek some
quiet corner and read, than mingle with
cthers. He strikes one as being a man
of sixty or thereabouts, has grey hair
and beard; is evidently a deep thinker
and one who plans. and works with great
deliberation and. precision. He came
west in hig private car, joining the main
line of the C. P. R. at Winnipeg. At
Vancouver he boarded the Princess Vie-
toria, whils his train was dispatched to
Seattle to await his arrival from this
city.

Mr. Baer reports a satisfactory condi-
tion of affairs in the' Pennsylvania coal
fields at the present time in comsequence
of the arrangement entered into between
the miners and operators when the great
strike was seftled. ‘“Who actually won
thut strike?’ he was asked. “Well,” he
said slowly, “we were -winning it when
President Roosevelt in a private capacity
cffered his services -as mediator. We
fought against the . recognition of the
union, and we don’t recognize the uniocn
to this day. The arbitrators @warded the
men increases in wages, but at the time
the award was made, wages were on the
increase in all the large industrial’ pur-
sunits, and this undoubtedly influenced
the arbitrators.” The mining of apthra-
citfe soal, he said, was vastly more ex-
pensive than bituminous, and it was-di
ficuit for people “out here ‘to réalize the
cenditions prevalent there at that time.

During the strike, Times readers will
remember, certain absurd remarks were
attributed to Mr. Baer, which went like
wild fire all: over the world, .and pos-
¢ibly in some remote corners they are go-
ing yet. 'They were to the effect that the
Almighty had piaced the coal in the
earth for the benefit of the operators who
were best able to administer it, thereby
indicating the wisdom . of Proyidence.
Mr, Baer was asked about this by the
Times man, and said he had been greatly
misquoted and misrepresented. What
actually was said came about in this
way. A pious Presbyterian friend in
writing to him at the time of the trouble
said that Providence had placed great
wealth in his care, and he should see
that it was wisely administered. In re-
ply he (Mr. Baer) had, written that i | 2
Providence had placed great wealth in
his charge, he would adminisfer it as
well as the United Mine Workers could.”’
But this was emough for the Hearst
organs to work om, and they made it ai
big feature in their campaign of mis-
representation.

Mr. Baer, like many other prominent
captains of industry, or most others to be
more accurate, has climbed the ladder
from the bottom rung. He started as a
printer, went to college, studied law and
practiced. His connection with  the
Philadelphia & Reading 'railway dates
from the seventies- when he acted as
counsel for them, From that position he
was advanced from post to post umtil to-
day he stands at the head of the system.
He Tetains a friendly interest in the
rewspaper world, which goes to, show
thiat the newspaper instinet is never
eradicated.

Industrial conditions in the Uhnited
States, in Mr. Baer’s opinion, were
pever better than at the present time.
There may be a surplus of capital, and
the large production of gold naturally
exerted lowering of Interest, but from
ocean to oceanr the couniry was very
prosperous. The Pennsylvania & Read-
ing Company as stated controls immense
.nterests in the Quaker state. In fact
sbout thirty per cent. of the anthracite
coal measures belong to this powerfl
ccrporation, whose yearly production
amounts to about seventy million. Mr.
Baer manifested considerable interest in
vhe mineral resources of this province,
which he had never visited before. He
was surprised that the output was net
larger.

The  Pennsylvania railroad man
Jdoesn’t display much uneasiness on ac-
count of the Lawson propaganda. ‘The
eccentric Bostonian, he said, did not
mske a ripple in' financial circles in the
Last: nobody paid any attention to him.
He ‘spoke at St. Paul when Mr. Baer
was there, but he didn’t go to hear him:
