CINCINNATI, Mar. 10.— General 
discussion of the demands of the min­
ers was continued today at the con­
ference of operators and miners of soft 
coal in the central competitive field, 
which embraces Ohio, Indiana, and 
Western Pennsylvania,

The operators as on yesterday de­
clared they could not grant the ten 
cents per ton increase and any of the 
other demands made by the miners. 
N. L. Chapman, one of the largest 
Ohio coal operators, presented figures 
which he used in support of his de­
claration that "if present demands of 
miners are persisted in it will be only 
a short time until the Ohio coal in­
dustry will be a thing of the past. 
Ohio coal mines will have to shut 
down and the 60,000 miners and the 
thousands of other employes depend­
ent upon the coal Industry of Ohio will 
have to seek employment in other 
states.”

The miners in their arguments de­
clared that the higher cost of living 
compelled them to ask for higher 
wages.

Women Rally at Public Hearing 
in Defence of Their Rights

MADRID, March 10—Premier Canale- 
jas in an important speech outlining 
the Government’s programme made in 
the Cortes today appealed for the unit­
ed support of all the radical and demo­
cratic forces In the approaching strug­
gle "to Europeanize and modernize 
Spain.” Without such support he de­
clared the fight against the growing 
power of clericalism and reaction was 
foredoomed to failure.

CHICAGO, March 9.—Women’s long 
hatpins were declared to be a "piAlic 
nuisance’ and an anti-hatpin’” 
dinance was ordered drawn up by the 
judiciary committee of the City Coun­
cil today.

The action followed a week’s crusade 
against the hatpin, which culminated 
today in a public hearing. The ordin­
ance will stipulate that hatpins worn 
in public places “shall not extend more 
than one-half on an Inch beyond the 
crown of the hat.” It is to be drawn 
up by the corporation counsel and pre­
sented for action by Council next Mon­
day night. .

Nine aldermen, three or four law­
yers and a score of protesting wôtnen 
were present at the hearing.

‘•We warit to protest right here 
against this attempt to regulate wo­
men’s attire," declared Attorney Fran­
cis Hinckley, representing the women. 
"It does not become the ecity of Chi­
cago to try to dictate what its women 
shall wear.”

WOMAN’S DEFENSE WEAPON.
“That’s right,' said Miss Nan E. Da­

vis, interrupting here counsel. "These 
hat pins are womens only means of de­
fense. You must not dictate to us wo­
men.”

"Well, you women want tc regulate 
what we men drink, don’t you?” inter­
rupted Alderman Cermak.

Amid a chorus of “boo hoos” from 
the women, Alderman Herman J. Hau­
ler, who started the agitation in Coun­
cil, stepped forward, and described 
wlhat he called "the truth about the 
whole .hatpin situation."

“I do not believe there was ever a 
-time in history When women have 
shown so much eccentricity in their 
personal adornment at at present,” he 
said. “We havee had the tight skirt, 
the sheath gown, the Marcel wave, and 

■ now comes the yard-wide hat, with its 
remarkable accessories.

"In addition to ribbons, laces, wires, 
flowers, vegetables, animals and birds, 
women’s headgear is armed with the 
deadly ’snickersee.’

"If women care to wear carrots and 
roosters on their heads, that is a mat-' 
ter for their Own concern, and it can 
not be interfered with by the city, but 
when it comes to wearing swords, they 
must be stopped. One man told me he 
was almost decapitated 1Й the City 
Hall elevator by the sweep of a hat­
pin like a scimitar worn by one of the 
City Hall belles.

CITIZENS IN PERIL, HE SAYS.
"In the street cars people are in dan­

ger of losing their eyees by sitting be­
side some lovely devotee of tfie fash­
ions. The hatpin may be the only- 
weapon woman has to w»rd off attack, 
but let her wear It sheathed in her 
belt. Hidden in a mass of plumage or 
hair, it comes under the designation 
of concealed weapons.”

PHILADELPHIA, - March 10—En­
couraged by the success which met 
tneir efforts yesterday in breaking into 
the ranks of unorganized labor and 
persuading several thousand workers 
in this class to join the general strike 
movement, union labor leaders contin­
ued their campaign today to swell the 
army of sympathizing strikers. Bald­
win’s Locomotive Works, where 2,009 
men quit yesterday and which was 
considered almost impregnable against 
the attacks of unionism, was again 
the object of much attention of union 
men and they hope to add to the ranks 
of Idle men today. The success in pene­
trating the Baldwin’s works is likely 
to lead to a campaign against other 
large industrial plants which are con­
sidered “open shop” places. The com­
mittee of ten of the labor union whi;h 
із conducting the general strike has 
given out figures to support its claim 
that between 125,000 and 150,000 per­
sons are idle.

Baldwin’s Locomotive Works declare 
that only one-third of the number of 
men the union claims are on strike quit 
work yesterday.

Aided by recruits secured by its of­
ficials from many other cities the Phil­
adelphia Rapid Transit Company to­
day operated more cars than on any 
day since the strike was declared. The 
few attacks made on the new crews 
were not serious during the early hours 
and were confined to the outlying sec­
tions of the city where nearly all dis­
turbances since the strike began have 
occurred.

Trouble, however, may come today If 
the police and labor leaders clash over 
the proposed demonstration of strike 
sympathizers at the ground of the 
Philadelphia National League Baseball 
Club. To the director of public safety's 
decision that the proposed meeting 
would not be allowed to take place be­
cause It was in conflict with the proc­
lamation issued by the mayor forbid­
ding all gatherings on the streets, the 
strikers’ attorney replied that the po­
lice power could not abolish the con­
stitutional right of citizens to peaceful­
ly assemble for a lawful purpose.

The baseball club is enlarging the 
seating capacity of the park and work 
on the improvements was stopped When 
the general strike was started.

The managers asked the union lead­
ers to permit the contractor to continue 
his work and the permission was 
granted on condition that the club 
would let the strikers use the grounds 
for a mass meeting today. This was
