The first and great pecessity for wom-
an's work in any heathen land, has re
férence to woman's relation to her Loed,
and is & ngoessity laid upon her by His
own ocommand to go, disciple the na-
tions. Love and loyalty to Him, require,
inspire and vonstrain us wongen o obey
our Mastor's call when e speaks Lo in
dividual hearts, and. lays on us & “Woe
is me if I preach not the Gospel.*
