He emphasized the neu-
trality of the Holy See and referred to
dis efforts to mitigate the disastrous
consequences of the conflict. He urg-
ed his hearers not to heed those con-
ditions which separated the faithful,
but rather to consider those which

-, made them brothers in the faith, and
he called npon the invaders of terri-

tory of the enemy not to commit ex-
cesses. -

- The Pope invited all the faithful to
participate in a great expiatory func-
tion in Europe on February 7 and out-
side of Burope on March 21. On Feb-
ruary 7 he and the cardinals would
take part in a Bpectal service at St.
Peters.

The Pope began his address by ex-
pressing his deep chagrin that month
after month went by with out even the
distant-hojie that this fatal war soon
wonld cease. He alluded to what had
been dpne toward the exchange of
prigonérs, and explained that thelim-
it ns of his apostolic office did not
pertit_him to go further. An inter-
preterdf etérnal law, the Pontiff said,
that he, could declare that nobody
ghould®be permitted to inflict injus-
tice, but he could not go !unulﬁr nl)n
this comfl To do so wo e
meilher"eﬁﬂllem. nor- useful. The
fHoly Sge must remain perfectly impor-
tial.

The Roman Pontiff, as the vicar of
Christ who died for all, must embrace
all the combatants in his sentiments
of charity, Being the father of all
Catholics he has sons on both sides in
this conflict for whose safety he must
be anxious. Consequently it was im-

possible fophim to look upon the spee-

ial interests dividing the peoples in
this conflict, but rather the common
bonds making them brothers in the
faith. Any other course not only would
not assist peace, but would create
aversions against religion and - thus
expose the international tranquility
and concord of the church to the dan-
ger of grave disturbance.

While not taking sides with enther
antagonist, the Pope continued, he
followed with deep anxiety the terrible
phases of the war, fearing that during
some of the engagements the violence
of the attack exceeded all bounds,

Referring to those whose country
has been ocecupied by an enemy, the
Pope said he understood how burden-
some it must be to remain subjects to
the administration of strangers, but
nevertheless the desire to regain inde-
pendence must not lead them to any
infraction of the public order, which
might aggrevate their conditign.

The Pope said he ventured to ex-
press the opinion that God permitted
those whose thoughts were engrossed
with things of this world to punish
each other with mutual slaughter for
the destruction and neglect with
which they had treated Him .

Continuing, the Pope alluded to the
recent earthguake in Italy, saying
that otheér events had occurred which
had obliged men to humiliate them-
selves before the powerful hand of
God, and he brought his allocution to a
close by urging the faithful to prayer.
