Yoakum Witness Yesterday.

Points that bear directly upon the
Kyte charges were brought out at this
afternoon’s sitting of the fuse inquiry.
Benjamin Franklin Yoakum, the New
York railway man and promoter of
big things, was again on the stand,
and his evidence related more espe-
cially to the two vital elements in the
case—one, aLn‘(’ment for the division
ssion of one million dollars
on the Amvmx\n Ammunition Com-
pany's fuse contract, and another
memorandum of agreement wherein
it was proposed that there be a “div-
vy" between Yoakum, J. W. Allison
and Eugene Lignanti of commissions
in respect not only to the fuse con-
tract, but to the BEdwards Valve Com-
pany contract and transactions relat-
ing to picric acid, rifles and perchlor-
ate.

In regard to the mildon dollars com-
mission, which he had admitted last
Friday, Mr. Yoakum produced the pa-
pers establishing the disposition of
Col, Allison’s half interest in the
$475,000, to which, under the agree-
ment, he and Allison were entitled, At
the start §30,000 was taken off the to-
tal and assigned to J. B. Craven. This
was on Col. Allison’s suggestion, but
Yoakum told last week how, looking
to the future, he regarded it was a
“good investment.” Today he produc-

Sackville, N, B,, May 17.—-0n Satur-
day, Monday and Tuesday of the
Mount Allison closing exercises, the
Owens Museum of Fine Arts was opern
to the public. Three galleries of
student’s work in drawing, modeling,
design, leather and metal work, oil
and ‘water colors and china painting
proved the great
offered by the curriculum and the
high degree of efficiency attained by
the students under the instruction of
capable teachers. Four graduates ex-
hibited this year—two on the drawing
course and two in Arts and Crafts.
The graduates in drawing, Miss Jean
Smith, of ©t. John, and Miss Agnes
MecGiffin, of Ottawa, Ont.,, had each
a large display in
Miss Smith’s work was noticeable for
its technical finish and the excellence
of the shading. In this gallery also,
Miss Dorothy Lovett, of Bear River,
one of the graduates in Arts and
Crafts, had an excellent display of
wood carving, leather tooling and
metal work, in the last of which she
especially excelled. The little draw-
ings of the Saturday morning classes
of children drew much attention from

Miss Ferne Woodman, of Wolfville,
